UniCredit Bank Austria AG ("Bank Austria" or the "Issuer"”, and together with its consolidated subsidiaries, the "Bank
Austria Group"), subject to compliance with all relevant laws, regulations and directives, may from time to time issue
instruments in bearer form (the "Instruments") including: (i) ordinary senior notes (the "Senior Notes"); (ii) ordinary
senior eligible notes and senior non-preferred eligible notes. (the "Eligible Notes™); and (iii) subordinated notes (the
"Subordinated Notes™) (together the "Notes™); as well as (iv) Pfandbriefe (the "Pfandbriefe™) and (v) covered bank
bonds (fundierte Bankschuldverschreibungen) (the "Covered Bank Bonds™ together with the Pfandbriefe, the "Covered
Bonds") denominated in such currencies as may be agreed with the Purchaser(s) (as defined below). The Instruments will
have maturities from one month to 40 years from the date of issue (except as set out herein) and, subject as set out herein,
the maximum aggregate nominal amount of all Instruments from time to time outstanding will not exceed €
40,000,000,000 (or its equivalent in other currencies at the time of agreement to issue, subject as further set out herein).

The Instruments may be issued on a continuing basis to one or more of the Dealers (each, a "Dealer™ and together, the
"Dealers", which expressions shall include any additional Dealer appointed under this € 40,000,000,000 Euro Medium
Term Note Programme (the "Programme") from time to time). Instruments may also be issued directly by the Issuer to
persons other than Dealers. Dealers and such other persons are referred to as "Purchasers”.

Application has been made to the Commission de Surveillance du Secteur Financier (the "CSSF") of the Grand Duchy of
Luxembourg in its capacity as competent authority under the Prospectus Regulation and the Luxembourg act relating to
prospectuses for securities dated 16 July 2019 (Loi du 16 juillet 2019 relative aux prospectus pour valeurs mobilieres et
portant mise en oeuvre du réglement (UE) 2017/1129, the "Luxembourg Law").

This prospectus constitutes a base prospectus for the purpose of Article 8(1) of the Regulation (EU) 2017/1129 (as
amended) (the "Prospectus Regulation™) and has been approved by the CSSF (the "Base Prospectus'). The CSSF only
approves this Base Prospectus as meeting the standards of completeness, comprehensibility and consistency imposed by
the Prospectus Regulation. Such approval should not be considered as an endorsement of the respective Issuer or of the
quality of the Notes that are the subject of this Base Prospectus. Investors should make their own assessment as to the
suitability of investing in the Notes.

Application has been made to the Luxembourg Stock Exchange for Instruments issued under the Programme during the
period of 12 months from the date of this document to be admitted to trading on the Regulated Market of the
Luxembourg Stock Exchange and to be listed on the official list of the Luxembourg Stock Exchange. Further,
Instruments may be admitted to trading on the Official Market (Amtlicher Handel) of the Vienna Stock Exchange or
other regulated or non-regulated markets within the European Economic Area or elsewhere or may be unlisted, as
specified in the final terms (the "Final Terms"). No assurance can be given that the Instruments will be admitted to
trading on the Regulated Market of the Luxembourg Stock Exchange or any other regulated or non-regulated market.

References in this Base Prospectus to Instruments being "listed" in Luxembourg (and all related references) shall, for the
purposes of the Prospectus Regulation, mean that such Instruments have been admitted to trading on the Regulated
Market of the Luxembourg Stock Exchange and have been listed on the official list of the Luxembourg Stock Exchange.
The Regulated Market of the Luxembourg Stock Exchange is a regulated market for the purposes of
Directive 2014/65/EU (as amended) ("MiFID I1").

Notice of the aggregate nominal amount or principal amount of, the interest (if any) payable in respect of, the issue price
of, and any other matters not contained herein which are applicable to each Tranche of Instruments will be set out in the
Final Terms which, with respect to Instruments to be listed on the official list of the Luxembourg Stock Exchange, will
be delivered to the relevant authorities in Luxembourg. Each Final Terms will contain the final terms of each Tranche of
Instruments for the purposes of Article 8(2) of the Prospectus Regulation.

Instruments may, after notification in accordance with Article 25 of the Prospectus Regulation, be admitted to trading on
the regulated markets of and/or admitted to listing on the stock exchanges of one or more member states of the European
Economic Area and/or publicly offered within the European Economic Area. The Issuer has requested the CSSF to
provide each of the Austrian Financial Market Authority (Finanzmarktaufsichtsbehérde — "FMA") being the competent
authority in the Republic of Austria as well as the competent authority in Germany (Bundesanstalt flr
Finanzdienstleistungsaufsicht — "BaFin') with a certificate of approval attesting that this Base Prospectus has been
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drawn up in accordance with the Prospectus Regulation. The Issuer may request the CSSF to provide certificates of
approval to competent authorities in additional states of the European Economic Area. Instruments may also be issued by
the Issuer under other base prospectuses according to national laws and the Prospectus Regulation. In such case the
maximum aggregate nominal amount of all Instruments issued under all base prospectuses of the Issuer will still not
exceed € 40,000,000,000.

This Base Prospectus is valid for a period of 12 months after its approval.

The validity ends upon expiration on 31 March 2022. There is no obligation to supplement the Base Prospectus in
the event of significant new factors, material mistakes or material inaccuracies when the Base Prospectus is no
longer valid.

Subject as set out herein, this Base Prospectus and any supplement hereto will only be valid for listing Instruments if the
aggregate of the principal amount of those Instruments and all Instruments outstanding as at the date of issue of those
Instruments did not exceed € 40,000,000,000 (or its equivalent in the other currencies specified herein) outstanding at
any one time, calculated by reference to the Exchange Rate prevailing at the date of the respective subscription
agreement (the "Agreement Date"). For purposes of the relevant currency in the London foreign exchange market as
quoted by any leading bank selected by the Issuer on the Agreement Date and the Agreement Date shall mean, in respect
of any issue of Instruments under the Programme, the date on which agreement is reached for the issue of such
Instruments.

Tranches of Instruments may be rated or unrated. Where a Tranche of Instruments is rated, such rating will be specified
in the relevant Final Terms. A rating is not a recommendation to buy, sell or hold securities and may be subject to
suspension, reduction or withdrawal at any time by the assigning rating agency. Whether or not each credit rating applied
for in relation to a relevant Tranche of Instruments will be issued by a credit rating agency established in the European
Union and registered under Regulation (EC) No. 1060/2009 (as amended) will be disclosed clearly and prominently in
the Final Terms.

This Base Prospectus has been approved by and filed with the CSSF and has been published on 31 March 2021 in
electronic form on the website of the Luxembourg Stock Exchange (www.bourse.lu) and on the website of the Issuer
(https://www.bankaustria.at/en/about-us-issues-under-base-prospectuses-base-prospectuses.jsp).

2017/1129 as it forms part of English law by virtue of the EUWA (the "UK Prospectus Regulation™).
Consequently no key information document required by Regulation (EU) No 1286/2014 as it forms part of
English law by virtue of EUWA (the "UK PRIIPs Regulation") for offering or selling the Instruments or
otherwise making them available to retail investors in the UK has been prepared and therefore offering or
selling the Instruments or otherwise making them available to any retail investor or in the UK may be
unlawful under the UK PRIIPs Regulation.

Benchmark Register

Amounts payable under the Instruments may be calculated by reference to, inter alia, the Constant Maturity
Swap ("CMS"), which is currently provided by ICE Benchmark Administration Limited ("IBA"); the Euro
Interbank Offered Rate ("EURIBOR"), which is currently provided by the European Money Markets Institute
("EMMI™); the Sterling Overnight Index Average ("SONIA™), which is currently provided by the Bank of
England; the Secured Overnight Financing Rate ("SOFR™), which is currently provided by the Federal
Reserve Bank of New York; the Euro-Short Term Rate ("€STR"), which is published by the European Central
Bank since 2 October 2019 or to other indices which are deemed "benchmarks" for the purposes of Regulation
(EU) 2016/1011 (as amended) (the "Benchmark Regulation™). As far as the Issuer is aware, as at the date of
this Base Prospectus, SONIA, SOFR and €STR are not required to be registered by virtue of Article 2 of the
Benchmark Regulation. As at the date of this Base Prospectus, EMMI appears on the register of
administrators and benchmarks established and maintained by the European Securities and Markets Authority
("ESMA") pursuant to Article 36 of the Benchmark Regulation (the "Benchmark Register"), while IBA does
not appear on such register.

ESG RATINGS

The Issuer’s exposure to Environmental, Social and Governance ("ESG") risks and the related management
arrangements established to mitigate those risks has been or may be assessed by several agencies, among
others, through Environmental, Social and Governance ratings ("ESG ratings").

ESG ratings may vary amongst ESG ratings agencies as the methodologies used to determine ESG ratings
may differ. The Issuer’s ESG ratings are not necessarily indicative of its current or future operating or
financial performance, or any future ability to service the Instruments and are only current as of the dates on
which they were initially issued. Prospective investors must determine for themselves the relevance of any
such ESG ratings information contained in this Base Prospectus or elsewhere in making an investment
decision. Furthermore, ESG ratings shall not be deemed to be a recommendation by the Issuer or any other
person to buy, sell or hold the Instruments. Currently, the providers of such ESG ratings are not subject to any
regulatory or other similar oversight in respect of their determination and award of ESG ratings. For more
information regarding the assessment methodologies used to determine ESG ratings, please refer to the
relevant ratings agency’s website (which website does not form a part of, nor is incorporated by reference in,
this Base Prospectus).

DEALERS (IF ANY) NAMED AS STABILISATION MANAGER(S) IN THE APPLICABLE FINAL
TERMS (OR PERSONS ACTING ON BEHALF OF A STABILISATION MANAGER) MAY OVER-
ALLOT INSTRUMENTS OR EFFECT TRANSACTIONS WITH A VIEW TO SUPPORTING THE

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DESCRIPTION OF THE PROGRAMME
General

The Programme is a continuously offered Euro Medium Term Note Programme of UniCredit Bank Austria
AG (the "Issuer") in an aggregate amount of up to € 40,000,000,000 (or its equivalent in other currencies)
outstanding at any one time.

Under the Programme, the Issuer may issue Instruments in U.S. dollars, euros, Australian dollars, Canadian
dollars, Danish kroner, South African rand, Sterling, Swedish kronor and Swiss francs and such other
currency or currencies, subject to compliance with relevant laws, as may be agreed between the Issuer and
any relevant Purchaser. Instruments may have a maturity of between one month and 40 years and be issued
in such denomination, in each case with a minimum denomination of € 1,000 (or the respective equivalent
in other currencies), as may be agreed with the relevant Purchaser. No money market instruments having a
maturity at issue of less than 12 months will be offered to the public or admitted to trading on a regulated
market under this Base Prospectus.

Instruments may be either interest bearing at fixed or variable rates or non-interest bearing, with principal
repayment at a fixed amount. Instruments (other than Covered Bonds) may be subordinated or senior. The
instruments will be redeemed at least at their respective nominal amount.

The Notes, as to form and content, and all rights and obligations of the Issuer and the Noteholders shall be
governed by the laws of the Federal Republic of Germany (main statute). The provisions in § 2 (Status)
shall be governed by, and shall be construed exclusively in accordance with, Austrian law.

The Covered Bonds and any non-contractual obligations arising out of or in connection with the Covered
Bonds are governed by, and shall be construed in accordance with, Austrian law except for its conflict of
law rules as far as such rules would lead to the application of foreign law.

Instruments may be admitted to trading on the Regulated Market of the Luxembourg Stock Exchange, the
Official Market (Amtlicher Handel) of the Vienna Stock Exchange, other regulated or non-regulated
markets within the European Economic Area or elsewhere or may be unlisted. To the knowledge of the
Issuer, (i) securities of the same class as Senior Notes and of the same class as Pfandbriefe are already
trading on the Regulated Market of the Luxembourg Stock Exchange and the Official Market (Amtlicher
Handel) of the Vienna Stock Exchange and (ii) securities of the same class as Subordinated Notes are
already trading on the Regulated Market of the Luxembourg Stock Exchange.

Instruments may be distributed by way of an exempt or non-exempt offer to the public and in each case on a
non-syndicated or a syndicated basis. The method of distribution of each Tranche will be stated in the
relevant Final Terms. With respect to the categories of potential investors (investor categories), the
Instruments are not subject to any restrictions except for the selling restrictions mentioned in "Subscription
and Sale"; the Instruments can be issued to qualified investors and/or retail investors.

The applicable terms of any Instruments will be as set out in the Terms and Conditions of those Instruments
as completed by the applicable Final Terms, as agreed with the relevant Purchaser prior to the issue of such
Instruments. The yield on Fixed Rate Instruments is determined by the Issuer and relevant Dealers prior to
the relevant issuance and stated in the relevant Final Terms. The method used to calculate the yield is the
ICMA method or another method to be selected by the Issuer and the relevant Dealers and will be specified
in the relevant Final Terms. The ICMA method determines the effective interest rate of fixed rate
Instruments taking into account accrued interest on a daily basis.

General information regarding the return on Instruments and the calculation of such return

Any return on Instruments will be dependent on the basis of interest paid on such Instruments. Particular
reference values are used to calculate the applicable interest rate. Thus, for the purpose of calculating the
interest rate, the Final Terms will specify the underlying reference value, along with any other variables that
factor into the calculation of the interest rate.

Since the interest calculations depend on the underlying reference value and such reference value can
fluctuate over time, the return on such Instruments can similarly fluctuate. Depending on the other
variables, such fluctuations of the return on the Instruments may be stronger or weaker than the fluctuations
of the underlying reference rate.



RISK FACTORS

Before deciding to purchase securities of UniCredit Bank Austria AG ("Bank Austria" or the "Issuer”, and
together with its consolidated subsidiaries, the "Bank Austria Group"), investors should carefully review
and consider the following risk factors (the "Risk Factors") and the other information contained in this
Base Prospectus (including any document incorporated by reference) or any supplement to this Base
Prospectus. Should one or more of the risks described below materialise, this may have a material adverse
effect on the business, financial condition and results of operations of the Issuer and the Bank Austria
Group. Moreover, if any of these risks materialise, the market value of the securities and the likelihood that
the Issuer will be in a position to fulfill its respective payment obligations under the securities may
decrease, in which case the holders of such securities (the "Noteholders™) could lose all or part of their
investments. Additional risks and uncertainties, which are not currently known to the Issuer, or which the
Issuer currently believes are immaterial, could impair the business operations of the Issuer or the Bank
Austria Group and have a material adverse effect on their businesses, financial condition and results of
operations.

The risk factors are presented in a limited number of categories depending on their nature. In each
category the most material risk factor is mentioned first according to the assessment of the Issuer. The
Issuer assessed the materiality of the risk factors based on the probability of their occurrence and the
expected magnitude of their negative impact.

Risk factors that are material for the purpose of assessing the Issuer
1. Risks related to the Issuer’s specific business activities

1.1 Risk from lending business (credit risk)

As a universal bank with a wide range of banking products and services, lending is one of the Issuer's main
business areas. The Issuer is thus materially exposed to credit risks associated with such lending activities.
Credit risk of the Issuer also results from exposures to UniCredit S.p.A. or UniCredit S.p.A.'s consolidated
subsidiaries (together, the "UniCredit Group')The credit risk of the Issuer, consisting of credit default risk
including counterparty risk and Issuer risk as well as country risk is influenced, amongst others, by several,
unforeseeable factors, including economic and political trends, such as recessions, industry-specific market
developments, foreign currency risks, changes in tax and monetary policies, natural disasters, wars, changes
in laws and regulatory requirements, liquidity and expectations of the capital markets as well as consumer
behaviour with regard to investments and savings.

The solvency of the Issuer's customers could, among other things, deteriorate as a result of the above-
mentioned factors, with the result that they may probably not be in a position to meet their entire contractual
obligation towards the Issuer as a whole, without the Issuer being required to resort to measures like the
enforcement of collateral (where and to the extent available).

In addition, the value of the loan collaterals (e.g. real estate, securities and deposits) could fall below the
amount of the respective secured claims of the Issuer. Further, if collateral is enforced, the Issuer could be
unable to realise the expected value.

As a result, the Issuer could be required to adjust the value of its respective receivables and/or form
additional loan loss provisions and higher reserves leading to losses for the Issuer.

A weakening of demand for financial products and/or inaccurate assessments of the creditworthiness of a
customer and/or the relevant country risk could also result in losses and have detrimental effects on the
operating results of the Issuer and its business and financial situation.

In addition to traditional banking activities, the Issuer is active in transactions in securities, derivatives,
foreign exchange, commodities or securities lending/repurchase transactions. In this context further risks
could arise from settlement or performance that is not provided at all or in a timely manner by the
counterparty as well as from system failures at clearing agencies/houses, stock exchanges or other
financial intermediaries (including the Issuer).

The Issuer’s credit risk is determined based on the classic commercial customer businesses geared
towards the regional Austrian market and the equally significant private customer business. As of
31 December 2020, loans and receivables with customers amount to € 61 billion; approximately two
thirds thereof are attributed to Unternehmerbank (i.e. the Corporate division) and Corporate & Investment
Banking division. The remaining third is attributable to loans and receivables from private customers
(Privatkundenbank). Of such private customer segment, nearly one quarter relates to Swiss franc loans,
involving foreign exchange risk. While such foreign exchange risk is allocated to the Issuer's respective
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customers, the Issuer is subject to the risk that such customers may challenge such risk allocation. This
could result in a material foreign exchange risk materialising at the Issuer, which could have material
detrimental effects on the operating results of the Issuer and its business and financial situation.

Due the Covid-19 pandemic with a strong negative impact on the worldwide and domestic economic
development also in 2021, the Issuer is facing increased credit/default risk — despite governmental
measures to support private and corporate customers with their loan obligations, such as granted
moratoria and state guarantees for existing or new loans. This may result in losses for the Issuer and/or the
inability of the Issuer to generate liquidity out of such assets when required or desirable.

1.2 Risks from trading activities (market risk), interest rate fluctuations and foreign exchange
business

The Issuer is exposed to market risk, which mainly arises in the Corporate & Investment Banking (CIB)
business segment. Market risk relates on the one hand to financial assets held by the Issuer for trading
purposes (reflected in the Issuer's trading book) and on the other hand - mainly invested in interest-
bearing securities - to strategic investments or to liquidity reserve portfolios held by the Issuer without
intent to trade therein (reflected in the Issuer's banking book).

Market risk is the potential loss of on- and off-balance-sheet positions in the Issuer's trading and banking
books that can arise in response to adverse changes in market prices (interest rates, equities, credit spreads,
foreign exchange and commodities), other price-influencing parameters (volatilities, correlations), trading-
related events in the form of default or change in credit ratings of securities (specific price risk for interest
net positions) or decreased market liquidity.

Interest rate fluctuations in Europe and other markets in which the Issuer does business may negatively
affect its financial situation and profitability. For example, the current low interest rates are causing a
decrease in margins, especially on the deposit side, that is having a direct negative impact on earnings. The
Issuer is exposed to the risk that there will be a substantial long-term decrease in earnings that would have
detrimental effects on the operating results of the Issuer and its business and financial situation which in
turn would lead to a loss in market value of the Issuer.

The Issuer earns income outside the eurozone and a portion of its transactions is conducted in other
currencies than euro. Consequently, the Issuer is exposed to exchange rate risks and risks pertaining to
transactions in foreign currencies. Unfavourable changes in exchange rates and the enactment of restrictive
foreign exchange regulations could therefore negatively affect the business activities of the Issuer and its
financial situation.

The Issuer is also exposed to market liquidity risk. This means that the Issuer may suffer losses when
disposing of an asset that can only be liquidated on the market at a discount. In extreme cases, the Issuer
may not be able to sell such an asset, as the market does not offer enough liquidity or the Issuer holds a
position that is too large compared to the market turnover. This may result in losses for the Issuer and/or the
inability of the Issuer to generate liquidity out of such assets when required or desirable.

1.3 Risks from other business activities

In addition to the core/banking business, the Issuer is also exposed to risks from other business areas such as
management of its own real estate and financial investments (equity interest held by the Issuer).

Real estate risk relates to potential losses resulting from changes in the market value of the real estate
portfolio of the Issuer.

With regard to real estate assets, the main risk for the Issuer relates to potential adverse developments of the
market value compared with the value accounted for in the Issuer's books. Relevant factors that may
contribute to such adverse developments are the future usage by the Issuer, property rents/bank rents,
market rents, occupancy rate, rental contract periods and required investment. The development of the value
of real estate assets is largely dependent on economic trends. Should economic growth slow down, there
will be a corresponding decline in demand for rental properties. This could result in losses on real estate
assets and have negative consequences for the operating results and financial situation of the Issuer.

Financial investment risk covers potential losses arising from fluctuations in the measurement of the
Issuer’s equity interest. Financial investment risk of the Issuer stems from equity held in companies that are
not included in the consolidated financial statements according to International Financial Reporting
Standards ("1FRS") principles or are not included in market risk. The financial investment portfolio consists
of listed and unlisted interests. Operational or financial losses to which these companies are exposed could
cause decreases in the value of these participations and thus have negative effects on the assets, liabilities
and situation of the Issuer.



2. Risks related to the Issuer’s financial situation
2.1 Liquidity risk

The Issuer is required under the relevant regulatory framework for banks, among other things, to ensure that
the processing of its payment obligations related to foreseeable and unforeseeable business transactions and
the maintenance of available means of payment are guaranteed at all times. In this regard, the Issuer is
subject to the risk that it may not able to meet its payment obligations on time or in full and/or the risk that
it may not be able to obtain sufficient liquidity when required or that liquidity will only be available at
higher interest rates, and/or as the risk that it will only be able to liquidate assets on the market at a discount.

For example, a financial market crisis could lead to financial instability and to a decline in volume and
availability of liquidity in the short-term, medium-term and long-term funding market. Such situation may
result in an increased dependence on central bank liquidity. Further, counterparty risk between banks could
increase substantially. This could result in a decline in interbank business and/or a decrease of customers'
confidence. Reduced trust in banks could result in large outflows of deposits held by the Issuer. As a
consequence, liquidity problems may arise for the Issuer, resulting in a limited ability to fund its activities
and to meet its statutory minimum liquidity requirements.

Further, the Issuer's access to liquidity could be impeded, if its access to bond markets deteriorates and/or it
cannot obtain other forms of interbank loans. Reduced availability and/or higher costs of funding combined
with reduced access to funding and/or the inability of the Issuer to dispose of its assets could have negative
effects on its ability to process its payment obligations when due and/or to maintain means of payment
available as required to meet its statutory minimum liquidity requirements.

Another risk relates to transfers of liquidity within Bank Austria Group and more broadly within
UniCredit Group which includes the Issuer. Such transfers are monitored by the relevant regulatory
authorities and the Issuer and/or its subsidiaries could be forced to reduce their lending or borrowing
within Bank Austria Group. Also, changes in Austrian and supra- or international laws with regard to
thresholds and the risk weight of intra-group exposures could have substantial negative effects on the
internal funding of the Issuer, the costs of this funding (especially when it must be procured externally).
This could compromise the Issuer's ability to ensure compliance by itself and/or its subsidiaries with
applicable liquidity requirements through an intra-group transfer of liquidity, which in turn could have
substantial negative effects on the operating results of the Issuer and on its business and financial
situation.

The Issuer is also subject to risks known as ‘systemic risks’. The Issuer routinely processes high volumes of
transactions with its sister bank UniCredit Bank AG, Munich. UniCredit Bank AG, in turn, manages
corresponding transactions with numerous counterparties in the financial services sector, including business
with brokers and traders, commercial banks, investment banks and other institutional clients. Institutions
processing such transactions are linked through trading, investment, clearing and counterparty relationships,
among others. Market disruptions could have detrimental effects on financial intermediaries such as
clearing facilities, clearing houses, banks, securities houses and stock exchanges with which the Issuer
interacts on a daily basis. This could in turn have negative effects on the Issuer's ability to procure new
funding via its cooperation with UniCredit Bank AG, and/or its ability to process its payment obligations
when due and/or to maintain means of payment available as required to meet its statutory minimum
liquidity requirements.

2.2 Risks arising from pension commitments

The Issuer is required to provide defined benefits to certain former employees, that retired before an
Austrian pension reform became effective on 31 December 1999 and as a special feature of the Issuer’s staff
regulations, to provide future benefits, equivalent to those under mandatory insurance, earned by pensioners
for whom the Issuer has assumed the obligations of the mandatory pension insurance scheme pursuant to
Section 5 of the Austrian General Social Insurance Act (Allgemeines Sozialversicherungsgesetz - "ASVG")
if these persons signed a pension agreement not later than 29 February 2016 and if they left the company to
take retirement by 31 December 2016. All pension insurance obligations of active employees were in the
meantime transferred to the state pension insurance system, i.e. the number of pensioners receiving pension
payments from the Issuer will only decline in the future.

Low interest rates are an adverse factor with regard to the pension provisions. It is conceivable that, should
low interest rates persist for a protracted period of time, the discount rate for the defined benefit obligation
("DBO™) will have to be lowered, requiring an increase of the pension provisions. Furthermore, actuarial
risks, such as longevity risk (changes to the mortality tables) may require a further increase of the pension
provisions. As of 31 December 2020, the present value of pension commitments in the balance sheet of the
Issuer was at € 4,009 million.



Overall, the Issuer is exposed to the risk that it may be required to increase its pension provisions, in
particular due to reductions in the discount rate for the DBO. In turn, this could have substantial negative
effects on the operating results of the Issuer and on its business and financial situation.

3. General risks related to the Issuer’s business operations

3.1 Risks related to pandemics, epidemics, outbreaks of infectious diseases or any other serious public
health concerns, in particular with regard to the Covid-19.

Pandemics, epidemics, outbreaks of infectious diseases or any other serious public health concerns, such as
the outbreak of the coronavirus pandemic at the end of 2019 and its associated disease ("Covid-19")
outbreak, together with any measures aimed at mitigating a further expansion thereof, such as restrictions on
travel, imposition of quarantines, prolonged closures of workplaces, or curfews ("lock-downs™) or other
social distancing measures, may have a material adverse effect on the global economy and international
financial markets in general and on the Austrian home market of the Bank Austria Group in particular.

The implications of such outbreaks depend on a number of factors, such as the duration and spread of the
respective outbreak as well as the timing, suitability and effectiveness of measures imposed by authorities,
the availability of resources, including human, material, infrastructure and financial (e.g., governmental
stimulus packages and/or measures introduced by central banks) required to implement effective responses
to the respective situation at the international, national and regional level as well as the level of civil
compliance with such measures.

There is no guarantee that such measures, or a combination thereof, are effective means to combat such an
outbreak and the implications resulting therefrom. The Issuer expects that the continued global spread of
Covid-19 and its mutations will have a detrimental impact on global economic growth in the first half of
2021 and potentially thereafter, depending on the course of the pandemic. Some affected countries are likely
to also experience a recession. Furthermore, there are expected to be significant disruptions in global supply
chains as well as a decline in demand due to purchasing restraints in affected countries and quarantine
measures, among other reasons. In addition, some countries have enacted moratoria on debt payments,
which could negatively affect income streams of financial institutions. It is still not foreseeable to what
extent and intensity financial markets will react to the overall current developments.

The effects of Covid-19 may result in an increase of credit risk, liquidity risk and operational risk for Bank
Austria Group and, ultimately, have material adverse effects on the operating results of the Issuer and its
business and financial situation.

3.2 Business risk

The Issuer defines business risk as potential losses resulting from unexpected negative changes in the
business volume and/or margins that are not attributed to other risk types (e.g. credit, market, operational
risk). Essentially, business risk refers to the possibility that the Issuer will have lower than anticipated
profits or experience a loss rather than taking a profit impairing the Issuer's ability to provide its investors
with adequate returns. Business risk can result above all from a serious deterioration in the local and global
market environment, changes in the competitive situation, in customer behaviour or in expenses structure,
or changes to the legal framework. Given that the Issuer’s activities are mainly concentrated in Austria,
scenarios that would include a deterioration of the macroeconomic conditions in Austria could cause an
increase in the business risk of the Issuer. It can lead to serious losses in earnings.

3.3 Risks from concentrations of risk and earnings

Concentrations are accumulations of risk and/or earnings positions that react similarly to specific
developments or events. Risk concentrations may have an impact within a risk type or across risk types.
They indicate increased potential losses resulting from an imbalance of risk positions held with regard to
customers or in products or specific industries and countries in line with the Bank Austria Group's business
model and business strategy.

The largest concentrations of credit risk are in Austria, the Issuer's core market. In terms of industries, the
largest concentrations of credit risk are — apart from the private customer business — associated with
commercial real estate and public sector customers which account for the largest volume of loans.

In addition, concentrations of earnings may also occur at individual customers, business segments, products,
industries or regions which also constitutes a business-strategy related risk for the Issuer.

If the economic environment deteriorates in individual sectors or countries to which the Issuer is materially
exposed, the Issuer may be affected to a greater extent by such deterioration due to an existing



concentration risk, resulting in potentially higher losses as would be the case if there were no concentration
risk.

3.4 Operational risk
Due to its business operations the Issuer is exposed to operational risks ("OpRisk").

The Issuer defines OpRisk in accordance with the Regulation (EU) 575/2013 (as amended) (Capital
Requirements Regulation - "CRR") as the risk of losses resulting from inadequate or failed internal
processes, systems and individuals or from external events. The definition of OpRisk includes legal risk
but excludes strategic and reputational risk. Legal risk includes, but is not limited to, exposure to fines,
penalties, or punitive damages resulting from supervisory actions, as well as private settlements.

The group of various types of operational risk of the Issuer contains among others:

e Risks related to the use of necessary Information- and Communication Technology (ICT)-systems,
e.g. due to unavailability of ICT or hacker attacks (ICT Risk);

e Risks related to disruption and/or discontinuity of critical business processes (business continuity
management risk); and

e Risks related to the outsourcing of operations and processes to external providers (outsourcing risk).

If OpRisk materialises, financial losses of the Issuer could arise, that the Issuer cannot or not timely or only
partially meet its payments obligations.

3.5 Reputational risk

Due to the type of its business, the Issuer is exposed to reputational risk. The Issuer defines reputational risk
as the risk of a negative Profit and Loss ("P&L") effect caused by adverse reactions of stakeholders due to
their altered perception of the Issuer, which can in turn be triggered by the materialisation of a primary risk
such as credit risk, market risk, operational risk, liquidity risk, business risk, strategic risk or other primary
risks. Thus, reputational risk potentially arises as an additional risk from the materialisation of primary risks
as for example an operational risk of the Issuer. However, reputational risk can also materialise
independently from primary risks. For example, if a high-level representative of the Issuer makes statements
concerning matters of the Issuer that are adversely perceived by the public.

Reputational risk may result in a loss of confidence of stakeholders vis-a-vis the Issuer. The Issuer defines
customers, employees, regulators, rating agencies and creditors as key stakeholders. A possible reaction of
stakeholders arising from the loss of confidence could be for example that customers cancel their
relationship to the Issuer or rating agencies downgrade the Issuer’s rating,.

The effects of a reputational risk event on the P&L of the Issuer may be reflected e.g. in the operational risk
(e.g. losses due to increased customer complaints), in the business risk (e.g. decline in turnover) or liquidity
risk (e.g. increased funding costs).

3.6  Cyber Risks

Computer systems of banks are increasingly being targeted by cyber criminals. Cyber attacks such as denial
of service attacks, implementation of malware and phishing may lead to the loss of customer data and other
sensitive information as well as to losses of liquid assets, including cash. Furthermore, cyber attacks could
disrupt electronic systems of the Issuer, including those used to service its customers. Successful cyber
attacks could also harm the Issuer’s reputation and could have a material adverse effect on its operating
results, financial condition and prospects through the payment of customer compensation, regulatory
penalties and fines and/or through the loss of assets. In addition, cyber attacks against critical infrastructure
such as the telecommunications network in regions where the Issuer operates could have a negative impact
on the Issuer as this could negatively affect its ability to communicate with its customers and other relevant
parties. The consequences of such attacks against telecommunication networks could be very serious as a
substantial and continuously growing share of business transactions between the Issuer and its customers is
carried out via electronic channels requiring functioning telecommunication networks. The prevention of
such attacks could lead to significant costs in order to improve necessary security measures against such
attacks.



If these risks materialise, financial losses of the Issuer could arise, so that the Issuer cannot or not timely or
only partially meet its payments obligations.

3.7 Brexit

The United Kingdom ("UK") has left the European Union ("EU") as of 31 January 2020 ("Brexit"). On
31 December 2020 the transitional period previously agreed between the UK and the EU expired. Although
the UK and the EU have announced the terms of a trade deal on 24 December 2020 which took provisional
effect immediately following the expiry of the transitional period, the future terms of the UK’s relationship
with the EU continue to be not entirely clear. The related uncertainties are likely to continue to result in
market disruptions affecting the Issuer and heightened volatility in the market and might affect European or
worldwide economic or market conditions and may contribute to instability in global financial and foreign
exchange markets.

4. Legal and regulatory risks
4.1 Legal and tax risks

With regard to legal risks, Bank Austria Group is involved in various legal proceedings at the date of this
Base Prospectus. The Issuer and other companies belonging to the Issuer are required to abide by various
legal and regulatory requirements. Failure to do so may lead to litigation and administrative proceedings or
investigations, which could subject the Issuer and other companies belonging to the Issuer to damage
claims, regulatory fines or other penalties.

In many cases, there is substantial uncertainty regarding the outcome of the proceedings and the amount of
possible damages. These cases may include possible criminal or administrative proceedings by the relevant
authority and claims in which the claimant has not specifically quantified the amounts in dispute.

In that regard, the Issuer has processes in place to ensure adequate analysis of procedures and risks as a
basis for deciding whether provisions for legal risks must be increased in specific cases or whether
existing provisions are appropriate under the current circumstances. Following an analysis in each case,
the Issuer has created appropriate provisions for legal risks for ongoing proceedings. However, the
possibility that the existing provisions are inadequate cannot be ruled out. As of 31 December 2020,
provisions reflected in the sub-item "other provisions" are equal to € 196 million, of which € 81 million
constitute provisions for legal risks, and tax disputes.

Regarding tax risks, external tax audits of the Issuer and other companies belonging to the Issuer are
currently being conducted. It cannot be ruled out that these external tax audits may lead to supplementary
payments of taxes and interest. Such additional payments could have negative effects on the operating
results of the Issuer and/or its business performance and financial situation.

Moreover, if the Issuer or any of its subsidiaries should violate or be alleged to violate tax laws of one or
more of the countries in which the Issuer does business, the Issuer could be exposed to additional risks of
tax proceedings and the potential consequences thereof. In addition to subjecting the Issuer to possible
penalty payments, such proceedings may also damage the reputation of the Issuer and thereby have a further
negative impact on the Issuer’s business performance and financial situation.

4.2  Compliance risk

As a bank, the Issuer is subject to specific compliance risk. Compliance risk is defined as an existing or
future risk to income or capital as a consequence of infringements of or non-compliance with laws,
regulations, statutory provisions, agreements, mandatory practices and ethical standards. This may result in
fines, compensation for damage and/or contracts being rendered null and void in addition to damaging the
Issuer’s reputation.

The Issuer is subject to the risk of becoming inadvertently involved in money laundering, terrorist financing
and other criminal offences. In such case, the Issuer could face significant financial, regulatory, judicial and
reputational consequences. While the Issuer’s compliance department is tasked with supporting
management through the continuous monitoring of compliance risks, there can be no assurance that the
procedures and measures of the Issuer’s compliance department will always be completely effective at
timely identifying and fully eliminating any compliance-related risks. Should cases of non-compliance (e.g.
fraud) occur in the future, they could subject the Issuer to both financial and reputational damages.



4.3 Regulatory risks

The activities of the Issuer are regulated and supervised by the central banks and regulatory authorities in
the countries and regions where the Issuer does business. Within the Single Supervisory Mechanism
established by Council Regulation (EU) No 1024/2013 ("SSM Regulation™) the Issuer is subject to the
direct supervision by the European Central Bank (the "ECB").

The bank regulatory regimes in the various local jurisdictions contain disparities and may change at any
time. This could have a severe impact on the Issuer’s competitive situation and may require the Issuer to
take wide-ranging measures. Apart from, for example, significantly higher capital costs and a significant
increase in the cost of implementing regulatory requirements, changes in the Issuer’s business model may
also be required.

Should the Issuer or any of its subsidiaries not fully comply with the regulatory requirements of the
respective supervisory authorities, this could lead to sanctioning measures by the relevant authority,
including restrictions on the business activity of the Issuer or its subsidiaries or the withdrawal of the
Issuer’s banking license.

Furthermore, according to European and Austrian legal regimes on bank recovery and resolution, credit
institutions such as the Issuer are obliged to prepare recovery plans and to participate in the preparation of
resolution plans by the respective resolution authority. The respective competent authority may initiate early
intervention measures in order to react to a critical financial situation. If the requirements for resolution are
met, the competent resolution authority may undertake a range of measures, in particular resolution
measures. In such a case, there would be a risk of total loss of invested capital for shareholders and creditors
of the credit institution.

Moreover, the parent institution of the Issuer, UniCredit S.p.A., as well as the Issuer are required to meet
the minimum requirement for eligible liabilities ("MREL"). The relevant minimum contribution is
determined yearly by the respective resolution authority. If the competent resolution authority requests an
increase of the Issuer’s MREL, this could require the Issuer to issue additional eligible liabilities at
substantial costs. This could have a material adverse impact on the Issuer’s profitability and financial
situation.

The Issuer is subject to stress testing measures introduced by the Austrian financial supervisory authorities
(Austrian Financial Market Authority (Finanzmarktaufsichtsbehdrde - "FMA™)) and the Austrian National
Bank (Oesterreichische Nationalbank - "OeNB"), European institutions and authorities (European Banking
Authority (EBA), European Securities and Markets Authority (ESMA), ECB, European Systemic Risk
Board (ESRB)) and Single Resolution Board (SRB) as well as by the supervisory authorities in the
countries in which the Issuer operates.

The ECB has classified UniCredit S.p.A. as a so-called "global systemically important institution” ("G-
SII™) and the Issuer as a so-called "other systemically important institution” ("O-SII"). The Issuer, as
subsidiary of UniCredit S.p.A., is subject to the EU-wide stress tests. As these stress tests are run at the
highest level of consolidation, the Issuer is subject to the EU-wide stress tests only as a subsidiary of
UniCredit S.p.A., but not on an individual level. The Issuer, as a subsidiary of UniCredit S.p.A., will be
subject to the EU-wide stress test 2021 and quite likely to similar measures in the future.

In addition to the participation in EU-wide stress tests on a consolidated basis, the Issuer is also required to
regularly conduct internal stress tests based on macroeconomic scenarios or on ad-hoc basis. The results of
these internal stress tests are provided to the top management of the Issuer and of relevant subsidiaries of
the Issuer as well as to the OeNB.

In addition, UniCredit S.p.A. and the Issuer are subject to the Supervisory Review and Evaluation Process
("SREP"). Consequently, the Issuer may be required to comply with additional prudential requirements or
take remedial actions (such as raising own funds) in case of poor stress test results or deficiencies being
identified in the course of stress testing measures or in connection with SREP by the Issuer, UniCredit
S.p.A. or one of the financial institutions with which they do business. Any of such developments could
have a material adverse impact on the Issuer’s business performance and financial situation.

If the relevant conditions are met, the resolution authority shall apply resolution actions in relation to
the Issuer.

The Directive 2014/59/EU (Bank Recovery and Resolution Directive - "BRRD") and the
Regulation (EU) 806/2014 (Single Resolution Mechanism Regulation - "SRMR") are the main legal basis
for the recovery and resolution of credit institutions (including the Issuer) within the Banking Union.

If the conditions for resolution are met, the resolution authority shall take resolution actions (i.e. resolution
tools and resolution powers) in relation to the Issuer in order to be able to exercise an orderly resolution, if
the Issuer is failing (or likely to fail) and to preserve the financial stability.
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The conditions for resolution of the Issuer are;

o the determination that the Issuer is failing or likely to fail has been made by the competent authority
or the resolution authority; and

e having regard to timing and other relevant circumstances, there is no reasonable prospect that any
alternative private sector measures, or supervisory action, including early intervention measures or
the write-down or conversion of relevant capital instruments and taken in respect of the Issuer,
would prevent the failure of the Issuer within a reasonable timeframe; and

e aresolution action is necessary in the public interest.

The resolution tools are: (i) the sale of business tool; (ii) the bridge institution tool; (ii) the asset separation
tool; and (iv) the bail-in tool.

By applying the bail-in tool the resolution authority may write down eligible liabilities in a cascading
contribution to loss absorption of the Issuer or convert them into instruments of ownership. Moreover, the
resolution authority can separate the performing assets from the impaired or under-performing assets and
transfer the shares in the Issuer or all or part of the assets of the Issuer to a private purchaser or a bridge
institution without the consent of the shareholders.

In addition, the resolution authority has so-called resolution powers, which it may exercise individually or
in any combination in relation to or for the preparation of the application of a resolution tool in relation to
the Issuer.

5. Strategy related risks
5.1 Risks related to the Issuer's business strategy

The Issuer’s core target market is Austria. Consequently, the Issuer’s profitability and risk profile is
dependent on the Austrian economy and — in light of globalisation — by the impact of world economy and
the world financial markets on this core market. In this context, strategic risk results from management
either not recognising early enough or not correctly assessing significant developments or trends in the
Issuer’s environment. One element of strategic risk could be the neglection or belated adoption of relevant
trends. As a consequence, fundamental management decisions could, in retrospect, prove to be
disadvantageous in terms of the Issuer’s long-term goals. Also, the effects of such decisions might be
difficult to reverse or irreversible.

At present, in terms of strategic risk, the Issuer considers the following specific areas relevant:

e Environmental, social and governance ("ESG") related developments. Increased regulation and
public awareness related to such issues involves, amongst others, considerable reputational risk for
the Issuer, if the Issuer cannot demonstrate that it adequately addresses these issues in its strategy.

e Economic environment — If the Issuer does not properly assess in its strategy the economic
environment, including, among other things, the stabilising measures in the eurozone or the
development of economic growth in Europe, this could have a negative impact on the Issuer's
profitability.

o Strategic orientation of the Issuer’s business model - There is a risk that the strategic orientation of
the Issuer’s business model could lead to imbalances in the earnings contributions of the business
areas for example due to the persistently low interest rate environment.

e Banking industry specific risks - There is a risk that the intensification of competitive conditions
(also attributable to digitalization and technical disruptions) in the financial sector could, for
example, lead to losses in market shares of the Issuer.

e The Issuer’s rating - There is a risk that a rating downgrade is not foreseen in time which could
make funding costs higher for the Issuer or have a negative impact on the business opportunities of
the Issuer as a counterparty in the interbank market or with rating-sensitive customers.

5.2 Risks related to the Issuer’s status as a subsidiary of UniCredit S.p.A.

UniCredit S.p.A. holds 99.996% of the shares in the Issuer. Consequently, and subject to any necessary
approvals, UniCredit S.p.A. could take actions that may have a strong impact on the long-term business
prospects of the Issuer. Such actions could aim at promoting UniCredit S.p.A. strategy of improving its
overall profitability without adequate consideration of the interests of the Issuer and potential adverse
effects on the long-term business prospects of the Issuer and/or Bank Austria Group. The Issuer is therefore
exposed to the risk that, as part of efforts by UniCredit S.p.A. to optimise operations, the scope of its
business activities could be reduced. This could have an adverse effect on the Issuer's revenues and business
prospects. Existing business of the Issuer could be impaired and the Issuer could be required to divest assets



or cease operations. This could, in turn, have a material adverse effect on the Issuer’s and/or Bank Austria
Group’s results of operations and financial condition.

Moreover, the potentially substantial costs of the implementation of such optimization efforts cannot be
accurately determined in advance. Substantial unexpected costs relating to optimization measures, such as
litigation costs, costs related to a possible reduction of the number of employees and costs related to the
future IT systems of the Issuer, could also negatively affect the Issuer’s and/or Bank Austria Group’s results
of operations and financial condition.

The Issuer’s business is interwoven on many levels with that of the UniCredit Group. This includes mutual
refinancing arrangements, competence centres for individual business segments to which the Issuer has
access, the holding of positions on each other’s corporate bodies, the implementation of group-wide IT
systems, common products and standards, as well as measures regarding the capital of the Issuer. Adverse
economic developments regarding UniCredit Group, particularly UniCredit S.p.A., could result in a
reduction in support for the Issuer with regard to capital and liquidity. Moreover, there is a significant risk
that a downgrading of UniCredit S.p.A.’s credit ratings could have a negative effect on the Issuer's credit
ratings as well. Furthermore, a deterioration of the economic performance of UniCredit S.p.A., could
adversely affect the Issuer’s own business. The materialisation of any of such risks relating to UniCredit
Group and its overall economic performance could have a material adverse effect on the Issuer’s and/or
Bank Austria Group’s results of operations and financial condition.
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Risk Factors that are material for the purpose of assessing the market risks associated with
Instruments issued under the Programme

The risk factors regarding the Instruments are presented in the following categories depending on their
nature with the most material risk factor presented first in each category:

1. Risks related to the regulatory classification of the Instruments
1.1  Senior Notes of the Issuer
Noteholders of the Senior Notes are exposed to the risk of statutory loss absorption.

The Single Resolution Mechanism shall provide the relevant resolution authorities with uniform and
effective resolution tools and resolution powers in order to achieve the resolution objectives.

The main resolution tool is the bail-in tool. When applying the bail-in tool, the resolution authority shall
exercise the write-down and conversion powers in accordance with the following sequence (also called
"loss absorbing cascade™): (i) Common Equity Tier1 ("CET 1") items; (ii) Additional Tier 1 ("AT 1")
instruments; (iii) Tier 2 instruments; (iv) subordinated debt that is not AT 1 or Tier 2 capital; (v) unsecured
claims resulting from debt instruments which meet the conditions pursuant to § 131(3)(1) to (3) of the
Austrian Recovery and Resolution Act (Sanierungs- und Abwicklungsgesetz — "BaSAG") (so-called "senior
non-preferred debt instruments™); and (vi) the rest of bail-inable liabilities, including liabilities pursuant to
§131(4) BaSAG (such as the Senior Notes) in accordance with the hierarchy of claims in normal
insolvency proceedings, including the ranking provided for deposits in § 131 BaSAG, to the extent required.

If the bail-in tool is applied to the Issuer, the principal amount of the Senior Notes may be fully or partially
written down or converted into instruments of ownership.

In case of an insolvency of the Issuer, certain deposits and certain other claims have a higher ranking
than claims resulting from the Senior Notes.

According to § 131 BaSAG, in bankruptcy proceedings opened over the Issuer's assets, the following
insolvency hierarchy applies to deposits and senior unsecured claims:

() (i) covered deposits; and (ii) deposit guarantee schemes subrogating to the rights and
obligations of covered depositors in insolvency;

(b) (i) that part of eligible deposits from natural persons and micro, small and medium-sized
enterprises which exceeds the covered deposits; and (ii) deposits that would be eligible
deposits from natural persons, micro, small and medium-sized enterprises if they are not made
through branches (located outside the EU) of institutions established within the EU;

(c) in the near future also the liquidity reserve within a liquidity association (Liquiditatsverbund)
and a credit institution association (Kreditinstitute-Verbund) pursuant to § 30a of the Austrian
Banking Act (Bankwesengesetz — "BWG"), in each case, to the extent required by § 27a BWG
(as at the date of this Base Prospectus, the relevant provisions have not yet been implemented
into Austrian law);

(d) ordinary unsecured claims (such as claims resulting from the Senior Notes); and

(e) unsecured claims resulting from debt instruments which meet the conditions pursuant to
8§ 131(3)(1) to (3) BaSAG (so-called "senior non-preferred debt instruments"), i.e. debt
instruments that meet the following conditions: (i) the original contractual maturity of the
debt instruments is of at least one year; (ii) the debt instruments contain no embedded
derivatives and are not derivatives themselves; (iii) the relevant contractual documentation
and, where applicable, the prospectus related to the issuance explicitly refer to the lower
ranking under 8 131(3) BaSAG.

Therefore, in case of bankruptcy proceedings and any comparable proceedings (such as resolution
proceedings) opened in relation to the Issuer, claims resulting from the Senior Notes are junior to the claims
listed in points (a) and (c). For this reason, any payments on claims resulting from the Senior Notes would
only be made, if and to the extent any senior ranking claims have been fully satisfied.
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1.2 Covered Bonds of the Issuer

Noteholders of Covered Bonds are exposed to the risk of statutory loss absorption, if and to the extent
their claims are not covered by the relevant cover pool.

The Single Resolution Mechanism shall provide the relevant resolution authorities with uniform and
effective resolution tools and resolution powers in order to achieve the resolution objectives.

The main resolution tool is the bail-in tool. When applying the bail-in tool, the resolution authority shall
exercise the write-down and conversion powers in accordance with the following sequence (also called
"loss absorbing cascade™): (i) CET 1 items; (ii) AT 1 instruments; (iii) Tier 2 instruments; (iv) subordinated
debt that is not AT 1 or Tier 2 capital; (v) unsecured claims resulting from debt instruments which meet the
conditions pursuant to § 131(3)(1) to (3) BaSAG (so-called "senior non-preferred debt instruments™); and
(v) the rest of bail-inable liabilities, including liabilities pursuant to § 131(4) BaSAG (such as any liabilities
under the Pfandbriefe and the Covered Bank Bonds which are not covered by the relevant cover pool) in
accordance with the hierarchy of claims in normal insolvency proceedings, including the ranking provided
for deposits in § 131 BaSAG, to the extent required.

If the bail-in tool is applied to the Issuer, the principal amount of the Pfandbriefe and the Covered Bank
Bonds may be written down or converted into instruments of ownership, if and to the extent claims of
Noteholders resulting from the Pfandbriefe and the Covered Bank Bonds are not covered by the relevant
cover pool.

In case of an insolvency of the Issuer, certain deposits and certain other claims have a higher ranking
than claims resulting from the Pfandbriefe and the Covered Bank Bonds, if and to the extent their
claims are not covered by the relevant cover pool.

According to § 131 BaSAG, in bankruptcy proceedings opened over the lIssuer's assets, the following
insolvency hierarchy applies to deposits and senior unsecured claims:

() (i) covered deposits; and (ii) deposit guarantee schemes subrogating to the rights and
obligations of covered depositors in insolvency;

(b) (i) that part of eligible deposits from natural persons and micro, small and medium-sized
enterprises which exceeds the covered deposits; and (ii) deposits that would be eligible
deposits from natural persons, micro, small and medium-sized enterprises if they are not made
through branches (located outside the EU) of institutions established within the EU;

(c) in the near future also the liquidity reserve within a liquidity association and a credit
institution association pursuant to § 30a BWG, in each case, to the extent required by § 27a
BWG (as at the date of this Base Prospectus, the relevant provisions have not yet been
implemented into Austrian law);

(d) ordinary unsecured claims (such as any claims resulting from the Covered Bank Bonds which
are not covered by the relevant cover pool); and

(e) unsecured claims resulting from debt instruments which meet the conditions pursuant to
8 131(3)(1) to (3) BaSAG (so-called "senior non-preferred debt instruments”), i.e. debt
instruments that meet the following conditions: (i) the original contractual maturity of the
debt instruments is of at least one year; (ii) the debt instruments contain no embedded
derivatives and are not derivatives themselves; (iii) the relevant contractual documentation
and, where applicable, the prospectus related to the issuance explicitly refer to the lower
ranking under § 131(3) BaSAG.

Therefore, in case of bankruptcy proceedings and any comparable proceedings (such as resolution
proceedings) opened in relation to the Issuer, any claims resulting from the Pfandbriefe and the Covered
Bank Bonds which are not covered by the relevant cover pool are junior to the claims listed in points (a) and
(c). For this reason, any payments on any claims resulting from the Pfandbriefe and the Covered Bank
Bonds which are not covered by the relevant cover pool would only be made, if and to the extent any senior
ranking claims have been fully satisfied.

The cover assets for the Pfandbriefe or Covered Bank Bonds may not at all times be sufficient in
order to cover the Issuer's obligations under the Pfandbriefe or Covered Bank Bonds and/or
replacement values may not be added in due time to the cover fund.
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The cover assets of the respective cover pool for the Pfandbriefe and the Covered Bank Bonds could not be
sufficient at all times in order to cover the Issuer's obligations under the Pfandbriefe and the Covered Bank
Bonds and/or replacement values could not be added in due time to the cover pool.

Each of the mortgage Pfandbriefe (Hypothekenpfandbriefe), the public Pfandbriefe (6ffentliche Pfandbriefe)
and the Covered Bank Bonds (Fundierte Bankschuldverschreibungen) are secured (gedeckt) by assets
registered with a designated cover pool (Deckungsstock). The cover assets need to meet the respective
eligibility criteria provided for in the Austrian Mortgage Bank Act (Hypothekenbankgesetz — "HypBG") or
in the Austrian Act on Covered Bank Bonds (Gesetz betreffend fundierte Bankschuldverschreibungen —
"FBSchVG"), as applicable.

In the event of insolvency or enforcement proceedings regarding the Issuer and/or its assets, the relevant
cover pools are separated from the Issuer's other assets for the preferential satisfaction of the claims of the
Noteholders of the respective Pfandbriefe or Covered Bank Bonds.

However, a cover pool for a kind of the Covered Bonds might not be sufficient at all times to cover all
obligations under the respective Covered Bonds. As each cover pool is designated either to mortgage
Pfandbriefe, public Pfandbriefe, mortgage Covered Bank Bonds or public Covered Bank Bonds, investors
cannot rely that assets dedicated to a cover pool that is not dedicated to the type of covered bond investors
are invested in may be used to satisfy their claims.

13 Eligible Notes of the Issuer
Noteholders of the Eligible Notes are exposed to the risk of statutory loss absorption.

The Single Resolution Mechanism shall provide the relevant resolution authorities with uniform and
effective resolution tools and resolution powers in order to achieve the resolution objectives.

The main resolution tool is the bail-in tool. When applying the bail-in tool, the resolution authority shall
exercise the write-down and conversion powers in accordance with the following sequence (also called
"loss absorbing cascade™): (i) CET 1 items; (ii) AT 1 instruments; (iii) Tier 2 instruments; (iv) subordinated
debt that is not AT 1 or Tier 2 capital; (v) unsecured claims resulting from debt instruments which meet the
conditions pursuant to § 131(3)(1) to (3) BaSAG (so-called "senior non-preferred debt instruments”, such as
the senior non-preferred Eligible Notes); and (vi) the rest of bail-inable liabilities, including liabilities
pursuant to § 131(4) BaSAG (such as the ordinary senior Eligible Notes) in accordance with the hierarchy
of claims in normal insolvency proceedings, including the ranking provided for deposits in § 131 BaSAG,
to the extent required.

Furthermore, where the Issuer meets the conditions for resolution and the resolution authority decides to
apply a resolution tool to the Issuer, the resolution authority shall exercise the write down or conversion
power in relation to relevant capital instruments (i.e. CET 1, AT 1 and Tier 2 instruments) and certain
eligible liabilities before applying any resolution tool (other than the bail-in tool).

If the power of write-down or conversion of relevant capital instruments and eligible liabilities or bail-in
tool is applied to the Issuer, the principal amount of the Eligible Notes may be fully or partially written
down or converted into instruments of ownership, although claims of other creditors of the Issuer might not
be affected.

In case of an insolvency of the Issuer, certain deposits and certain other claims and potentially also
senior unsecured claims have a higher ranking than claims resulting from the Eligible Notes.

According to § 131 BaSAG, in bankruptcy proceedings opened over the lIssuer's assets, the following
insolvency hierarchy applies to deposits and senior unsecured claims:

(a) (i) covered deposits; and (ii) deposit guarantee schemes subrogating to the rights and
obligations of covered depositors in insolvency;

(b) (i) that part of eligible deposits from natural persons and micro, small and medium-sized
enterprises which exceeds the covered deposits; and (ii) deposits that would be eligible
deposits from natural persons, micro, small and medium-sized enterprises if they are not made
through branches (located outside the EU) of institutions established within the EU;

(© in the near future also the liquidity reserve within a liquidity association and a credit
institution association pursuant to § 30a BWG, in each case, to the extent required by § 27a
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BWG (as at the date of this Base Prospectus, the relevant provisions have not yet been
implemented into Austrian law);

(d) ordinary unsecured claims (such as claims resulting from the ordinary senior Eligible Notes);
and
(e) unsecured claims resulting from debt instruments which meet the conditions pursuant to

8 131(3)(1) to (3) BaSAG (so-called "senior non-preferred debt instruments”, such as the
senior non-preferred Eligible Notes), i.e. debt instruments that meet the following conditions:
(i) the original contractual maturity of the debt instruments is of at least one year; (ii) the debt
instruments contain no embedded derivatives and are not derivatives themselves; and (iii) the
relevant contractual documentation and, where applicable, the prospectus related to the
issuance explicitly refer to the lower ranking under § 131(3) BaSAG.

Therefore, in case of bankruptcy proceedings and any comparable proceedings (such as resolution
proceedings) opened in relation to the Issuer, claims resulting from the ordinary senior Eligible Notes are
junior to the claims listed in points (a) and (c) and claims resulting from the senior non-preferred Eligible
Notes are junior to the claims listed in points (a) to (d). For this reason, any payments on claims resulting
from the Eligible Notes would only be made, if and to the extent any senior ranking claims have been fully
satisfied.

Noteholders of the senior non-preferred Eligible Notes are exposed to the risk that the Issuer may
issue further (senior) debt instruments or incur further (senior) liabilities.

There are no restrictions (contractual or otherwise) on the amount of ordinary unsecured or subordinated
debt or other liabilities that the Issuer may (or may have to) issue, borrow and/or incur, ranking senior to the
senior non-preferred Eligible Notes.

Any issue of such instruments and/or any incurring such liabilities may reduce the amount recoverable by
Noteholders of the senior non-preferred Eligible Notes upon the Issuer's insolvency.

The Eligible Notes may be redeemed at the option of the Noteholders (if at all) only subject to the
prior permission of the Resolution Authority.

If such right is foreseen in the Terms and Conditions, Noteholders of the Eligible Notes will have the right
to call for the early redemption of their Eligible Notes, provided however, only subject to certain conditions,
in particular the prior permission of the Resolution Authority.

Therefore, Noteholders of the Eligible Notes may be required to bear the financial risks of an investment in
the Eligible Notes until their final maturity.

The Eligible Notes may be redeemed at any time for reasons of taxation or regulatory reasons.

If the Terms and Conditions provide for such right, the Issuer may at its sole discretion, early redeem the
Eligible Notes before their stated maturity, at any time for reasons of taxation.

In any case, the Issuer may at its sole discretion, early redeem the Eligible Notes before their stated
maturity, at any time for regulatory reasons.

Therefore, it may be that the Eligible Notes will be early redeemed and thus, investors will not be able to
hold the Eligible Notes until the stated maturity and accordingly, might not achieve the expected yield.

The Issuer may early redeem or repurchase the Eligible Notes, subject to the prior permission of the
Resolution Authority.

The Issuer may, at its sole discretion, early redeem the Eligible Notes at any time either for reasons of
taxation or regulatory reasons (in each case, if the Terms and Conditions provide for such right). In
addition, if the Terms and Conditions provide for such right, the Issuer may at its sole discretion redeem the
Eligible Notes before their stated maturity on a specified call redemption date.

Any early redemption and any repurchase of the Eligible Notes are subject to the prior permission of the
Resolution Authority. Under the CRR, the Resolution Authority may only permit institutions to early
redeem or repurchase eligible liabilities instruments (such as the Eligible Notes) if certain conditions are
met with. These conditions, as well as a number of other technical rules and standards relating to regulatory
capital requirements applicable to the Issuer, should be taken into account by the Resolution Authority in its
assessment of whether or not to permit any early redemption or repurchase. It is uncertain how the
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Resolution Authority will apply these criteria in practice and such rules and standards may change during
the term of the Eligible Notes. It is therefore not possible to assess whether, and if so, on what terms, the
Resolution Authority will grant its prior permission for any early redemption or repurchase of the Eligible
Notes.

Furthermore, even if the Issuer would be granted the prior permission of the Resolution Authority, any
decision by the Issuer as to whether it will early redeem the Eligible Notes will be made at the sole
discretion of the Issuer with regard to external factors (such as the economic and market impact of
exercising an early redemption right, regulatory capital requirements and prevailing market
conditions).Therefore, there is the risk that the Issuer will not exercise any early redemption right in relation
to the Eligible Notes and that the Noteholders will stay invested in the Eligible Notes until their maturity
date.

The Eligible Notes do not give the right to accelerate future payments, and also may not be subject to
set-off or any guarantee.

The Terms and Conditions of the Eligible Notes do not provide for any events of default and the
Noteholders of the Eligible Notes do not have the right to accelerate any future scheduled payment of
interest (except in case of Zero Coupon Instruments) or principal.

Furthermore, the Eligible Notes are not subject to any set off or netting arrangements that would undermine
their capacity to absorb losses in resolution and are neither secured nor subject to a guarantee or any other
arrangement that enhances the seniority of the claims under the Eligible Notes.

1.4 Subordinated Notes of the Issuer
Noteholders of the Subordinated Notes are exposed to the risk of statutory loss absorption.

The Single Resolution Mechanism shall provide the relevant resolution authorities with uniform and
effective resolution tools and resolution powers in order to achieve the resolution objectives.

The main resolution tool is the bail-in tool. When applying the bail-in tool, the resolution authority shall
exercise the write-down and conversion powers in accordance with the following sequence (also called
"loss absorbing cascade™): (i) CET 1 items; (ii) AT 1 instruments; (iii) Tier 2 instruments (such as the
Subordinated Notes); (iv) subordinated debt that is not AT 1 or Tier 2 capital; and (v) unsecured claims
resulting from debt instruments which meet the conditions pursuant to § 131(3)(1) to (3) BaSAG (so-called
"senior non-preferred debt instruments™); and (vi) the rest of bail-inable liabilities, including liabilities
pursuant to § 131(4) BaSAG, in accordance with the hierarchy of claims in normal insolvency proceedings,
including the ranking provided for deposits in § 131 BaSAG, to the extent required.

Furthermore, where the Issuer meets the conditions for resolution and the resolution authority decides to
apply a resolution tool to the Issuer, the resolution authority shall exercise the write down or conversion
power in relation to relevant capital instruments (i.e. CET 1, AT 1 and Tier 2 instruments) and certain
eligible liabilities before applying any resolution tool (other than the bail-in tool).

If the power of write-down or conversion of relevant capital instruments or the bail-in tool is applied to the
Issuer, the principal amount of the Subordinated Notes may be fully or partially written down or converted
into instruments of ownership, although claims of other creditors of the Issuer might not be affected.

In case of an insolvency of the Issuer, certain deposits, certain other claims and senior unsecured
claims have a higher ranking than claims resulting from the Subordinated Notes.

According to § 131 BaSAG, in bankruptcy proceedings opened over the lIssuer's assets, the following
insolvency hierarchy applies to deposits and senior unsecured claims:

(@ (i) covered deposits; and (ii) deposit guarantee schemes subrogating to the rights and obligations of
covered depositors in insolvency;

(b) (i) that part of eligible deposits from natural persons and micro, small and medium-sized enterprises
which exceeds the covered deposits; and (ii) deposits that would be eligible deposits from natural
persons, micro, small and medium-sized enterprises if they are not made through branches (located
outside the EU) of institutions established within the EU;
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(c) in the near future also the liquidity reserve within a liquidity association and a credit institution
association pursuant to § 30a BWG, in each case, to the extent required by § 27a BWG (as at the date
of this Base Prospectus, the relevant provisions have not yet been implemented into Austrian law);

(d) ordinary unsecured claims; and

(e) unsecured claims resulting from debt instruments which meet the conditions pursuant to § 131(3)(1)
to (3) BaSAG (so-called "senior non-preferred debt instruments™), i.e. debt instruments that meet the
following conditions: (i) the original contractual maturity of the debt instruments is of at least one
year; (ii) the debt instruments contain no embedded derivatives and are not derivatives themselves;
(iii) the relevant contractual documentation and, where applicable, the prospectus related to the
issuance explicitly refer to the lower ranking under § 131(3) BaSAG.

Further, according to Article 48(7) BRRD which has been newly introduced by the EU Banking Package,
EU Member States shall ensure that all claims resulting from own funds items (such as the Subordinated
Notes and to the extent the Subordinated Notes qualify as own funds items) have, in normal insolvency
proceedings, a lower priority ranking than any claim that does not result from an own funds item. If an
instrument is only partly recognised as an own funds item, the whole instrument shall be treated as a claim
resulting from an own funds item and shall rank lower than any claim that does not result from an own
funds item. The EU Member States shall adopt the relevant national provisions by 28 December 2020 and
apply them no later than 28 December 2020. In Austria, however, the relevant provisions have not yet been
adopted.

Consequently, upon entry into force of the respective Austrian provisions implementing this new provisions
(which quite likely will also apply to existing instruments), the claims resulting from the Subordinated
Notes will have a lower priority ranking not only than any claim resulting from an item that does not result
from an own funds item, but also than any claim resulting from an item which at the time of issuing the
obligations under the Subordinated Notes is (fully or partly) recognised as an own funds item, but which at
the time of opening normal insolvency proceedings against the Issuer is no longer recognised as an own
funds item.

Therefore, in case of bankruptcy proceedings and any comparable proceedings (such as resolution
proceedings) opened in relation to the Issuer, claims resulting from the Subordinated Notes are junior to the
claims listed in points (a) to (e). For this reason, any payments on claims resulting from the Subordinated
Notes would only be made, if and to the extent any senior ranking claims have been fully satisfied.

Noteholders of the Subordinated Notes are exposed to the risk that the Issuer may issue further debt
instruments or incur further liabilities.

There are no restrictions (contractual or otherwise) on the amount of (ordinary unsecured or subordinated)
debt or other liabilities that the Issuer may (or may have to) issue, borrow and/or incur, ranking pari passu
with or senior to the Subordinated Notes.

Any issue of such instruments and/or any incurring such liabilities may reduce the amount recoverable by
Noteholders of the Subordinated Notes upon the Issuer's insolvency.

Subordinated Notes do not give the right to accelerate future payments, and also may not be subject
to set-off or any guarantee.

The Terms and Conditions of the Subordinated Notes do not give the Noteholder the right to accelerate any
future scheduled payment of interest (except in case of Zero Coupon Instruments) or principal.

Furthermore, the Subordinated Notes are not subject to any set off or netting arrangements that would
undermine their capacity to absorb losses in resolution and are neither secured nor subject to a guarantee or
any other arrangement that enhances the seniority of the claims under the Subordinated Notes.

The Subordinated Notes may not be redeemed at the option of the Noteholders.

Noteholders of the Subordinated Notes will have no rights to call for the early redemption of their
Subordinated Notes.

Therefore, Noteholders of the Subordinated Notes may be required to bear the financial risks of an
investment in the Subordinated Notes until their final maturity.

The Subordinated Notes may be redeemed at any time for reasons of taxation or regulatory reasons.
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The Issuer may at its sole discretion, early redeem the Subordinated Notes before their stated maturity (also
before five years after the date of their issuance), at any time for reasons of taxation.

Similarly, the Issuer may at its sole discretion, early redeem the Subordinated Notes before their stated
maturity (also before five years after the date of their issuance), at any time for regulatory reasons.

Therefore, it may be that Subordinated Notes will be early redeemed and thus, investors will not be able to
hold the Subordinated Notes until the stated maturity and accordingly, might not achieve the expected yield.

The rights of the Issuer to early redeem or repurchase Subordinated Notes are subject to the prior
permission of the Competent Authority

The Issuer may, at its sole discretion, redeem early the Subordinated Notes at any time either for tax or
regulatory reasons at the Early Redemption Amount plus interest accrued until the date fixed for
redemption. In addition, if the Terms and Conditions provide for such right, the Issuer may at its sole
discretion redeem the Subordinated Notes before their stated maturity, but not before five years after the
date of their issuance, on a specified Call Redemption Date at the applicable Call Redemption Amount plus
accrued interest.

Any early redemption and any repurchase of the Subordinated Notes are subject to the prior permission of
the Competent Authority. Under the CRR, the Competent Authority may only permit institutions to early
redeem or repurchase Tier 2 instruments (such as the Subordinated Notes) if certain conditions are met.
These conditions, as well as a number of other technical rules and standards relating to regulatory capital
requirements applicable to the Issuer, should be taken into account by the Competent Authority in its
assessment of whether or not to permit any early redemption or repurchase. It is uncertain how the
Competent Authority will apply these criteria in practice and such rules and standards may change during
the term of the Subordinated Notes. It is therefore not possible to assess whether, and if so, on what terms,
the Competent Authority will grant its prior permission for any early redemption or repurchase of the
Subordinated Notes.

Furthermore, even if the Issuer would be granted the prior permission of the Competent Authority, any
decision by the Issuer as to whether it will early redeem the Subordinated Notes will be made at the sole
discretion of the Issuer with regard to external factors such as the economic and market impact of exercising
an early redemption right, regulatory capital requirements and prevailing market conditions. Therefore,
there is the risk that the Issuer will not exercise any early redemption right in relation to the Subordinated
Notes and that the Noteholders will stay invested in the Subordinated Notes until their maturity date.

Notwithstanding if the Issuer exercises an early redemption right in relation to Subordinated Notes with the
prior permission of the Competent Authority, Noteholders of Subordinated Notes are exposed to the risk
that due to such early redemption their investments may have a different than expected yield and maturity.

Noteholders of the Subordinated Notes should therefore be aware that they may be required to bear the
financial risks of an investment in the Subordinated Notes until their final maturity.

Specific risks in relation to the secondary market of Subordinated Notes; Market making for the Issuer’s
own Subordinated Notes requires the prior permission of the Competent Authority and is subject to certain
conditions and thresholds.

Subordinated Notes may be only repurchased subject to regulatory conditions, such as in particular the prior
permission of the Competent Authority. These restrictions impair the Issuer’s market making capacities.
Where the Competent Authority does not grant the prior permission for market making, such restrictions
may have a negative impact on the liquidity of the Subordinated Notes and may lead to inadequate or
delayed market prices for the Subordinated Notes.

2. Risks arising from the Terms and Conditions of the Instruments

2.1 Fixed Rate Instruments

A Noteholder with a fixed rate of interest ("Fixed Rate Instruments") is exposed to the risk that the price
of such Instrument falls as a result of changes in the market interest rate. While the nominal interest rate of a
Fixed Rate Instrument as specified in the applicable Final Terms is fixed during the life of such Instrument,
the current interest rate on capital markets ("market interest rate") typically changes on a daily basis. As the
market interest rate changes, the price of a Fixed Rate Instrument also changes, but in the opposite
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direction. If the market interest rate increases, the price of a Fixed Rate Instrument typically falls, until the
yield of such Instrument is approximately equal to the market interest rate. If the market interest rate falls,
the price of a Fixed Rate Instrument typically increases, until the yield of such Instrument is approximately
equal to the market interest rate. If the Noteholder of a Fixed Rate Instrument holds such Instrument until
maturity, changes in the market interest rate are without relevance to such Noteholder as the Instrument will
be redeemed at a specified redemption amount, usually the principal amount of such Instrument.

2.2 Risks associated with the reform of Euribor, and other interest rate benchmarks

A Noteholder of a Instruments with a floating rate of interest (the "Floating Rate Instruments") is exposed
to the risk of fluctuating CMS rates (in case of Floating Rate Instruments linked to a constant maturity swap
rate ("CMS")) or fluctuating reference rate levels (in case of Floating Rate Instruments linked to reference
rates such as the Euro Interbank Offered Rate ("Euribor™) or other reference rates) and uncertain interest
income. Fluctuating CMS rate levels or reference rate levels make it impossible to determine the yield of
Floating Rate Instruments in advance.

The Euribor and other interest rate indices which are deemed to be "benchmarks" (each a "Benchmark" and
together the "Benchmarks") have become the subject of recent national, international and other regulatory
guidance and proposals for reform. Some of these reforms are already effective whilst others are still to be
implemented. These reforms may cause such Benchmarks to perform differently than in the past, or to
disappear entirely, or have other consequences which may have a material adverse effect on any
Instruments linked to such a Benchmark.

International proposals for reform of Benchmarks include Regulation (EU) 2016/1011 (as amended) (the
"Benchmark Regulation™). In addition, there are numerous other proposals, initiatives and investigations
which may impact Benchmarks. The Benchmark Regulation applies to ‘contributors', 'administrators' and
‘users' of Benchmarks in the EU, and (i) requires, among other things, Benchmark administrators to be
authorised (or, if non-EU-based, to have satisfied certain 'equivalence' conditions in its local jurisdiction, to
be 'recognised' by the authorities of a Member State pending an equivalence decision or to be 'endorsed' for
such purpose by an EU competent authority) and to comply with requirements in relation to the
administration of Benchmarks and (ii) ban the use of Benchmarks of unauthorised administrators. The scope
of the Benchmark Regulation is wide and, in addition to so-called ‘critical Benchmark' indices such as
Euribor, will apply to many other interest rate indices. Given that the Benchmark Regulation does not apply
to central banks and that the Sterling Overnight Index Average ("SONIA®"), the Secured Overnight
Financing Rate ("SOFR®") and the euro short-term rate ("€STR®") are administered by the Bank of
England, the Federal Reserve Bank of New York and the European Central Bank ("ECB"), respectively,
SONIA®, SOFR® and €STR® do not fall within the scope of the Benchmark Regulation as at the date of this
Base Prospectus. In case the administrator of any of these reference rates changes in the future, such
reference rate might fall within the scope of the Benchmark Regulation.

The Benchmark Regulation could have a material impact on Instruments linked to a Benchmark rate,
including in any of the following circumstances:

e a rate which is a Benchmark could not be used as such if its administrator does not obtain
authorisation, its authorisation is withdrawn or suspended, or is based in a non-EU jurisdiction
which (subject to applicable transitional provisions) does not satisfy the 'equivalence’ conditions, is
not 'recognised’ pending such a decision and is not 'endorsed' for such purpose. In such event,
depending on the particular Benchmark and the applicable terms of the Instruments, the Instruments
could be delisted, adjusted, redeemed prior to maturity or otherwise impacted; and

¢ the methodology or other terms of the Benchmark' could be changed in order to comply with the
terms of the Benchmark Regulation, and such changes could have the effect of reducing or
increasing the rate or level or affecting the volatility of the published rate or level, and could lead to
adjustments to the terms of the Instruments, including Issuer determination of the rate or level in its
discretion.

Any changes to a Benchmark as a result of the Benchmark Regulation or other initiatives, could have a
material adverse effect on the costs of refinancing a Benchmark or the costs and risks of administering or
otherwise participating in the setting of a Benchmark and complying with any such regulations or
requirements. Such factors may have the effect of discouraging market participants from continuing to
administer or participate in certain Benchmarks, trigger changes in the rules or methodologies used in
certain Benchmarks or lead to the disappearance of certain Benchmarks. Although it is uncertain whether or
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to what extent any of the abovementioned changes and/or any further changes in the administration or
method of determining a Benchmark could affect the level of the published rate, including to cause it to be
lower and/or more volatile than it would otherwise be, and/or could have an effect on the value of any
Instruments whose interest or principal return is linked to the relevant Benchmark, investors should be
aware that they face the risk that any changes to the relevant Benchmark may have a material adverse effect
on the value of and the amount payable under the Instruments. Benchmarks could also be discontinued
entirely. If a Benchmark were to be discontinued or otherwise unavailable, the rate of interest for floating
rate Instruments which are linked to such Benchmark will be determined for the relevant period by the
fallback provisions applicable to such Instruments, which in the end could result in the same rate being
applied until maturity of the floating rate Instruments, effectively turning the floating rate of interest into a
fixed rate of interest (or resulting in a redemption right of the Issuer). Any of the foregoing could have a
material adverse effect on the value or liquidity of, and the amounts payable on floating rate Instruments
whose rate of interest is linked to a discontinued Benchmark.

2.3 Risks associated with new reference rates such as SONIA®, SOFR® and €STR®

Interest rates of Floating Rate Instruments may be linked to SONIA®, SOFR®and €STR®. SONIA® is based
on actual transactions and reflects the average of the interest rates that banks pay to borrow sterling
overnight from other financial institutions. Investors should be aware that the market continues to develop
in relation to the SONIA® as a reference rate in the capital markets and its adoption as an alternative to
Sterling LIBOR. The market or a significant part thereof may adopt an application of SONIA® that differs
significantly from that set out in the Terms and Conditions. It may be difficult for investors in Instruments
which reference a SONIA® rate to reliably estimate the amount of interest which will be payable on such
Instruments. Further, if the Instruments become due and payable, the rate of interest payable shall be
determined on the date the Instruments became due and payable. Investors should consider these matters
when making their investment decision with respect to any such Instruments.

On 22 June 2017, the Alternative Reference Rates Committee ("ARRC") convened by the Board of
Governors of the Federal Reserve System and the Federal Reserve Bank of New York identified the SOFR®
as the rate that represented best practice for use in certain new U.S. dollar derivatives and other financial
contracts. The Federal Reserve Bank of New York notes that use of the SOFR® is subject to important
limitations and disclaimers. SOFR® is published based on data received from other sources. There can be no
guarantee that the SOFR® will not be discontinued or fundamentally altered in a manner that is materially
adverse to the interests of investors in the respective Instruments. If the manner in which the SOFR® is
calculated is changed, that change may result in a reduction of the amount of interest payable on the
Instruments and the trading prices of the Instruments. SOFR® has been published by the Federal Reserve
Bank of New York since April 2018. Investors should not rely on any historical changes or trends in the
SOFR® as an indicator of future changes in the SOFR®. Also, since the SOFR® is a relatively new interest
rate index, the Instruments will likely have no established trading market when issued. Trading prices of the
Instruments may be lower than those of later-issued interest rate indexed debt securities as a result.
Similarly, if the SOFR® does not prove to be widely used in securities like the Instruments, the trading price
of the Instruments may be lower than those of debt securities linked to interest rate indices that are more
widely used. Investors in the Instruments may not be able to sell the Instruments at all or may not be able to
sell the Instruments at prices that will provide them with a yield comparable to similar investments that have
a developed secondary market, and may consequently suffer from increased pricing volatility and market
risk. Investors should consider these matters when making their investment decision with respect to any
such Instruments.

In light of these developments and similar to the approaches in the United States and the United Kingdom,
the Governing Council of the European Central Bank ("ECB") has decided to develop a euro short-term rate
("€STR®") based on data already available to the eurosystem. €STR® reflects the wholesale euro unsecured
overnight borrowing costs of euro area banks, complements existing benchmark rates provided by the
private sector and is published on each TARGET2 banking day since 2 October 2019. Given that it cannot
be excluded that further changes will be implemented and, in particular, that there is no historical data or
trends that investors could rely on and that the transition from existing reference rates to €STR® could result
in further uncertainties and limitations, investors in the Instruments should consider all these factors when
making their investment decision with respect to any such Instruments.
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2.4 Instruments with a Cap

Floating Rate Instruments may be equipped with a cap with respect to the interest payment. In that case, the
amount of interest will never rise above and beyond the predetermined cap, so that the Noteholder will not
be able to benefit from any actual favourable development beyond the cap. The yield of these Instruments
could therefore be lower than that of similarly structured Instruments without a cap. The market value of
such Instruments may decrease or fluctuate over their term to a higher extent than comparable interest
structured Instruments without a cap.

25 Risk of early redemption

Instruments that contain a call option of the Issuer (the "Call-Option™) may be redeemed by the Issuer on
certain call dates (the "Call Dates"), by giving notice to the Noteholders (subject to restrictions in
applicable laws and regulations).

Senior Notes and Eligible Notes may contain the right of the Issuer to redeem such Notes, if, as a result of
any change in, or amendment to, the laws or regulations prevailing in Austria or pursuant to any agreement
between the Issuer and the United States of America or any authority thereof or as a result of any change in
the application or official interpretation of such laws or regulations, which change becomes effective on or
after the issue date of such Notes, withholding taxes are or will be capable of being levied on payments of
principal or interest on such Notes or will be borne by the Issuer.

In case of Subordinated Notes, the Issuer may redeem the Notes early if the tax treatment of such Notes
changes materially, such changes were not reasonably foreseeable at the issue date and such change is in the
assessment of the Issuer materially disadvantageous for the Issuer.

If the Issuer redeems any such Notes prior to maturity or if such Instruments are subject to an early
redemption due to a tax or regulatory event, a Noteholder is exposed to the risk that due to early redemption
his investment may have a lower than expected yield. The Issuer might exercise its optional call right if the
yield on comparable Instruments in the capital market falls which means that the investor may only be able
to reinvest the redemption proceeds in Instruments with a lower yield.

For further specific risk aspects in connection with an early redemption of Eligible Notes and Subordinated
Notes see also the risk factors: "1.3 Eligible Notes of the Issuer - The Eligible Notes may be redeemed at
any time for reasons of taxation or regulatory reasons", "1.3 Eligible Notes of the Issuer - The rights of the
Issuer to may early redeem or repurchase the Eligible Notes, are subject to the prior permission of the
Resolution Authority"”, "1.4 Subordinated Notes of the Issuer - The Subordinated Notes may be redeemed at
any time for reasons of taxation or regulatory reasons", "1.4 Subordinated Notes of the Issuer - The rights
of the Issuer to may early redeem or repurchase the Subordinated Notes, are subject to the prior permission
of the Resolution Authority" in the section Risk Factors.

2.6 Amendments to terms and conditions pursuant to the German Bond Act

Noteholders are subject to the risk of losing rights vis-a-vis the Issuer against their will in the event the other
Noteholders agree pursuant to the Final Terms with the Issuer to make certain amendments to the terms and
conditions by majority vote according to the German Bond Act (Schuldverschreibungsgesetz) and the
particular Noteholder is supporting a dissenting view on a matter. In the case of an appointment of a
common representative for all Noteholders, a particular Noteholder may lose, in whole or in part, the
possibility to enforce his rights against the Issuer regardless of other Noteholders.

2.7 An Austrian court could appoint a trustee for the Instruments to exercise the rights and represent
the interests of Noteholders on their behalf in which case the ability of Noteholders to pursue their
rights under the Instruments individually may be limited

Pursuant to the Austrian Notes Trustee Act (Kuratorengesetz) and the Austrian Notes Trustee
Supplementation Act (Kuratorenergénzungsgesetz), a trustee (Kurator) could be appointed by an Austrian
court upon the request of any interested party (e.g. the Issuer or a Noteholder) or upon the initiative of a
competent court, for the purposes of representing the common interests of the Noteholders in matters
concerning their collective rights under the Notes to the extent such rights are endangered due to a lack of
joint representation. In particular, this may occur if insolvency proceedings are initiated against the Issuer,
in connection with any amendments to the Terms and Conditions of the Notes or changes relating to the
Issuer, or under other similar circumstances.
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If a trustee is appointed, it will exercise the collective rights and represent the interests of the Noteholders
and will be entitled to make statements on their behalf which shall be binding on all Noteholders.
Noteholders will not be able to exercise any rights constituting collective rights on their own or to direct the
trustee in the exercise of collective rights.Where a trustee represents the interests of and exercises the rights
of Noteholders, this may conflict with or otherwise adversely affect the interests of individual or all
Noteholders.

2.8 Zero Coupon Instruments

Zero Coupon Instruments do not pay current interest but are issued at a discount from their nominal value
(discounted Zero Coupon Instruments) or at their nominal value (compounded Zero Coupon Instruments).
Instead of periodical interest payments, the difference between the redemption price and the issue price
constitutes interest income until maturity and reflects the market interest rate. A Noteholder of a Zero
Coupon Instruments is exposed to the risk that the price of such Instruments falls as a result of changes in
the market interest rate. Prices of Zero Coupon Instruments are more volatile than prices of Fixed Rate
Instruments and are likely to respond to a greater degree to market interest rate changes than interest bearing
Notes with a similar maturity.

2.9 Change of law

The Terms and Conditions of the Instruments (except for the status provisions of the Instruments as well as
the Terms and Conditions of the Pfandbriefe and the Covered Bank Bonds which are governed by Austrian
law) are based on German law in effect as at the date of this Base Prospectus. No assurance can be given as
to the impact of any possible judicial or administrative decision or changes to German and/or Austrian law
after the date of this Base Prospectus.

3. Risks related to the nature of the Instruments
3.1 Risks relating to market value of the Instruments

The market value (or the market price) of the Instruments will be affected by a number of factors such as
prevailing interest and yield rates, the market for similar securities, general economic conditions or, as the
case may be, the remaining term of the Notes. If the Instruments are traded after their initial issuance, these
factors may lead to a market value of the Instruments being substantially below their Issue Price. The
market value, at which a Noteholder will be able to sell the Instruments, may be substantially below the
Issue Price. The Issuer does not guarantee that the spread between purchase and selling prices lies within a
certain range or remains constant. If the Noteholder sells the Instruments at a time where the market value
of the Instruments is below the Issue Price he will suffer a loss.

3.2 Interest rate risk

The interest rate risk is one of the central risks of interest-bearing Instruments. The interest rate level on the
money and capital markets may fluctuate on a daily basis and cause the value of the Instruments to change
on a daily basis. The interest rate risk is a result of the uncertainty with respect to future changes of the
market interest rate level. Noteholders of floating rate Instruments may receive a lower interest amount than
they have initially expected. Noteholders of fixed rate Instruments are exposed to an interest rate risk that
could result in a diminution in value of the Instruments if the market interest rate level increases. In general,
the effects of this risk increase as the market interest rates increase.

3.3 Currency risk with respect to the Instruments

The Instruments may be denominated in a currency other than the currency of the jurisdiction where the
investor is domiciled or where the investor seeks to receive funds. Exchange rates between currencies (the
"Currency Exchange Rates") are determined by factors of supply and demand in the international currency
markets, which are affected by macro-economic factors, speculations and intervention by the central banks
and governments (including the imposition of currency controls and restrictions). Fluctuations in Currency
Exchange Rates may have a negative impact on the value of the Instruments and may result in a loss.

34 Green Instruments, Social Instruments, Sustainability Instruments: Use of Proceeds may not
meet investors’ sustainable investment criteria

The Final Terms relating to any specific Tranche of Instruments may provide that it will be the Issuer's
intention to apply an amount equivalent to the proceeds from an offer of those Instruments specifically for
projects and activities that promote social and environmental purposes ("Eligible Green Projects” and/or
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"Eligible Social Projects", as applicable). UniCredit Group is in the process of establishing a
"Sustainability Bond Framework" which further specifies the eligibility criteria for such Eligible Green
Projects and Eligible Social Projects. The Sustainability Bond Framework will be available on the website
of the Issuer and/or further websites of UniCredit Group. For the avoidance of doubt, neither the
Sustainability Bond Framework nor the content of the website or any Second Party Opinion (as defined
below) are incorporated by reference into or form part of this Base Prospectus.

Prospective investors should refer to the information set out in the relevant Final Terms and in the
Sustainability Bond Framework regarding such use of proceeds and must determine for themselves the
relevance of such information for the purpose of any investment in such Instruments together with any other
investigation such investor deems necessary.

Compliance with further voluntary or regulatory initiatives

Due to the envisaged use of the proceeds from the issuance of such Tranche of Instruments, the Issuer may
refer to such of Instruments as "green Instruments ", "social Instruments " or "sustainable Instruments . The
definition (legal, regulatory or otherwise) of, and market consensus as to what constitutes or may be
classified as, a "green", "social", "sustainable" or an equivalently-labelled project is currently under
development. In addition, it is an area which has been, and continues to be, the subject of many and wide-
ranging voluntary and regulatory initiatives to develop rules, guidelines, standards, taxonomies and

objectives.

For example, at the EU level, on 18 December 2019, the Council and the European Parliament reached a
political agreement on a regulation to establish a framework to facilitate sustainable development (the
"Taxonomy Regulation"). On 9 March 2020, the Technical Expert Group on Sustainable Finance
published its final report on the EU taxonomy containing recommendations relating to the overarching
design of the EU Taxonomy, as well as extensive implementation guidance on how companies and financial
institutions can use and disclose against the taxonomy, including in relation to a future European standard
for green bonds proposed by the Technical Expert Group on Sustainable Finance in 2019 (the "EU Green
Bond Standard™). On 15 April 2020, the Council adopted by written procedure its position at first reading
with respect to the Taxonomy Regulation. The European Parliament will have to vote on the text pursuant
to the "early second reading agreement” procedure. On 18 June 2020, Regulation (EU) 2020/852 of the
European Parliament and of the Council of 18 June 2020 on the establishment of a framework to facilitate
sustainable investment, and amending Regulation (EU) 2019/2088 entered into force and will apply in part
as of 1 January 2022 and will apply in whole as of 1 January 2023. On 12 June 2020, the European
Commission launched a public consultation on the creation of the EU Green Bond Standard. This
consultation was running for an extended period of 16 weeks until 2 October 2020. Based on the outcome of
this consultation, as well as ongoing bilateral stakeholder dialogues, the European Commission is likely to
establish the EU Green Bond Standard in Q2 2021 according to Annex 1 of the European Commission
Work Programme 2021.

Accordingly, no assurance can be given by the Issuer or the Dealers, any green or ESG structuring agent or
any sustainability advisor or second party opinion provider or any other person (including UniCredit Group)
that the use of such proceeds for any Eligible Green Projects and/or Eligible Social Projects, as applicable
will satisfy, whether in whole or in part, any existing or future legislative or regulatory requirements, or any
present or future investor expectations or requirements with respect to investment criteria or guidelines with
which any investor or its investments are required to comply under its own by-laws or other governing rules
or investment portfolio mandates.

In the event that any Tranche of Instruments is listed or admitted to trading on any dedicated "green",
"environmental”, "sustainable", "social” or other equivalently-labelled segment of any stock exchange or
securities market (whether or not regulated), no representation or assurance is given by the Issuer, the
Dealers, any green or ESG structuring agent or any other person (including UniCredit Group) that such
listing or admission satisfies, whether in whole or in part, any present or future investor expectations or
requirements with respect to investment criteria or guidelines with which any investor or its investments are
required to comply under its own by-laws or other governing rules or investment portfolio mandates.
Furthermore, it should be noted that the criteria for any such listings or admission to trading may vary from
one stock exchange or securities market to another. Nor is any representation or assurance given or made by
the Issuer, the Dealers, any green or ESG structuring agent or any other person (including UniCredit Group)
that any such listing or admission to trading will be obtained in respect of any Tranche of Instruments or, if
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obtained, that any such listing or admission to trading will be maintained during the life of that Tranche of
Instruments.

Failure to comply with the intended use of proceeds

While it is the intention of the Issuer to apply an amount equivalent to the proceeds of any Instruments so
specified for Eligible Green Projects and/or Eligible Social Projects, as applicable, in, or substantially in, the
manner described in the relevant Final Terms and the Sustainability Bond Framework, there can be no
assurance by the Issuer, the Dealers, any green or ESG structuring agent or any other person (including
UniCredit Group) that the relevant project(s) or use(s) the subject of, or related to, any Eligible Green
Projects and/or Eligible Social Projects, as applicable, will be capable of being implemented in or
substantially in such manner and/or accordance with any timing schedule and that accordingly such
proceeds will be totally or partially disbursed for such Eligible Green Projects and/or Eligible Social
Projects, as applicable. Nor can there be any assurance by the Issuer, the Dealers, any green or ESG
structuring agent or any other person (including UniCredit Group) that such Eligible Green Projects and/or
Eligible Social Projects, as applicable, will be completed within any specified period or at all or with the
results or outcome (whether or not related to the environment) as originally expected or anticipated by the
Issuer. Any such event or any failure by the Issuer to do so will not give the Noteholder the right to early
terminate the Instruments.

Any failure to apply an amount equivalent to the proceeds of any issue of Instruments for any Eligible
Green Projects and/or Eligible Social Projects, as applicable, as aforesaid and/or withdrawal of any such
opinion or certification or any such opinion or certification attesting that the Issuer is not complying in
whole or in part with any matters for which such opinion or certification is opining or certifying on (as
further specified below) and/or any such Instruments no longer being listed or admitted to trading on any
stock exchange or securities market as aforesaid may have a material adverse effect on the value of such
Instruments and also potentially the value of any other Instruments which are intended to finance Eligible
Green Projects and/or Eligible Social Projects, as applicable and/or result in adverse consequences for
certain investors with portfolio mandates to invest in securities to be used for a particular purpose.

35 Sustainability evaluations

No assurance or representation can be given by the Issuer or the Dealers or any other person (including
UniCredit Group) as to the suitability or reliability for any purpose whatsoever of any opinion or
certification of any third party (whether or not solicited by the Issuer) which may be made available in
connection with the issue of any Instruments and in particular with any Eligible Green Projects and/or
Eligible Social Projects, as applicable, to fulfil any environmental, social, sustainability and/or other criteria
(such opinion or certification also referred to as a "Second-Party Opinion"). Any such Second Party
Opinion may not address risks that may affect the value of any Instruments issued in accordance with the
Sustainability Bond Framework or any Eligible Green Projects and/or Eligible Social Projects, as
applicable, against which the Issuer may assign the proceeds of any Instruments.

Such Second Party Opinion provides an opinion on certain environmental and related considerations and is
not intended to address any credit, market or other aspects of an investment in any Instruments, including
without limitation market price, marketability, investor preference or suitability of any security. Such
Second Party Opinion is a statement of opinion, not a statement of fact. Any such Second Party Opinion is
not, nor should be deemed to be, a recommendation by the Issuer, the Dealers or any other person
(including UniCredit Group) to buy, sell or hold any Instruments. Any such Second Party Opinion is only
current as of the date that opinion was initially issued and may be updated, suspended or withdrawn by the
relevant provider(s) at any time. Prospective investors must determine for themselves the relevance of any
such Second Party Opinion and/or the information contained therein and/or the provider of such Second
Party Opinion for the purpose of any investment in any Instruments.

Currently, the providers of such opinions and certifications are not subject to any specific regulatory or
other regime or oversight. There can be no assurance that Noteholders will have any recourse against the
provider(s) of any Second Party Opinion.

3.6 Inflation risk

The inflation risk is the risk of future money depreciation. The real yield from an investment is reduced by
inflation. The higher the rate of inflation, the lower the real yield on an Instrument. If the inflation rate is
equal to or higher than the nominal yield, the real yield is zero or even negative.

4. Risks related to the offer to the public and the admission of the Instruments to trading on a
regulated market

4.1 Risk that no active trading market for the Instruments exists

The Instruments will be newly issued securities, which may not be widely distributed and for which no
active trading market may exist and may develop.

Although applications could be made for the Instruments to be admitted to the regulated market of any stock
exchange or to any market within the European Economic Area, there is no assurance that such applications
will be accepted, that a particular tranche of Instruments will be admitted or that an active trading market
will develop. Accordingly, there is no assurance regarding the development or liquidity of a trading market
for a particular tranche of Instruments. Neither the Issuer nor a Dealer can assure that a Noteholder will be
able to sell their Instruments prior to their maturity. If the Instruments are not traded on any securities
exchange, pricing information for the Instruments may be more difficult to obtain which may have a
negative effect on the liquidity and the market prices of the Instruments.

The Issuer may, but is not obliged to, purchase Instruments at any time and at any price in the open market,
by tender or private agreement. Any Instruments purchased in this way by the Issuer may be held, resold or
cancelled. If the Issuer acts as the only market maker or if there is no market maker, the secondary market
may become even more limited. The more limited the secondary market is, the more difficult it may be for
Noteholders to realise the value of the Instruments prior to the maturity date of the Instruments. Therefore, a
certain risk does exist that Noteholders have to hold the Instruments until the maturity date of the
Instruments or the Instruments are redeemed early (if a right to redeem the Instruments early is applicable).

4.2 Risks relating to the offering volume

The offering volume described in the Final Terms is equal to the maximum volume of the Instruments
offered, which might be increased at any time. This amount does not allow any conclusions on the volume
of the Instruments actually issued, and thus on the liquidity of a potential secondary market associated with
the same risks as stated above.

4.3 Legality of purchase

Neither the Issuer nor any Dealer or any of their affiliates has assumed or assumes responsibility towards
any potential investor for the legality of the acquisition of the Instruments, whether under the laws of the
jurisdiction of its incorporation or the jurisdiction in which it operates (if different), or for compliance by
that potential investor with any law, regulation or regulatory policy applicable to it.

5. Other risks related to the Instruments
51 Ratings

Instruments issued under the Programme may be rated or unrated. Where a Tranche of Instruments is rated,
such rating will not necessarily be the same as the rating assigned to Instruments to be issued under the
Programme. A security rating is not a recommendation to buy, sell or hold securities and may be subject to
suspension, reduction or withdrawal at any time by the assigning rating agency. In addition, the Issuer may
decide to no longer use the services of a particular rating agency or use the services of another rating
agency. Any ratings assigned to Instruments as at the date hereof are not indicative of future performance of
the relevant Issuer’s business or its future creditworthiness.

Furthermore, in view of Regulation (EC) No 1060/2009 (as amended), rating processes may differ from
former ratings and rating processes as a result of which the rating of the Instruments may differ or may not
be available at all.

52 Claims under the Instruments are not covered by the statutory deposit protection
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Claims of the Noteholders under the Instruments are not covered by the statutory deposit protection
(Einlagensicherung). Therefore, in the insolvency of the Issuer, Noteholders of Instruments would be
subject to the risk of a total loss of their investment in the Instruments (in particular if and to the extent the
Instruments are not secured by any collateral).

5.3 Transaction costs

When Instruments are purchased or sold, several types of incidental costs (including transaction fees and
commissions) are incurred beside the purchase or sales price of the Instruments. These incidental costs may
significantly reduce or even eliminate any profit from holding the Instruments. Generally, credit institutions
charge commissions, which are either fixed minimum commissions or pro-rata commissions, depending on
the order value. To the extent that additional — domestic or foreign — parties are involved in the execution of
an order, for example domestic dealers or brokers in foreign markets, Noteholders may also be charged for
the brokerage fees, commissions and other fees and expenses of such parties (third-party costs).

In addition to such costs directly related to the purchase of Noteholders (direct costs), potential investors
must also take into account any follow-up costs (such as custody fees). Potential investors should inform
themselves about any additional costs incurred in connection with the purchase, custody or sale of the
Instruments before investing in the Instruments.

54 Risks relating to hedging transactions

Noteholders may not be able to make transactions to preclude or limit risks at all times during the term of
the Instruments. Their ability to do so will depend on, inter alia, market conditions. In some cases investors
may make such transactions only at a market price that is disadvantageous to them, so that a significant loss
will occur.

5.5 Transactions to reduce risks

Any person intending to use the Instruments as a hedging instrument should recognise the correlation risk.
The correlation risk in this case is the risk that the estimated and the actual correlation of the Instruments
may differ. This means that the hedging position estimated to move in the opposite direction as a security
may prove to be correlated with the security, and that this may lead to failure of the envisaged hedging
transaction. The Instruments may not be a perfect hedge to an underlying or portfolio of which the
underlying forms a part.

5.6 Risks relating to the expansion of the spread between bid and offer prices

In special market situations, the Issuer may be unable to conclude hedging transactions, or when such
transactions are very difficult to conclude, the spread between the bid and offer prices which will be quoted
by the Issuer may be temporarily expanded, in order to limit the economic risk of the Issuer. As a
consequence, Noteholders who sell their Instruments on an exchange or directly among market participants
via so-called over-the-counter dealings (off-exchange) can only sell them at a price that is substantially
lower than the actual value of the Instruments at the time of the sale and will therefore suffer a loss.

5.7 Reinvestment risk

Noteholders may be exposed to risks connected to the reinvestment of cash resources freed from any
Instruments. The return, the Noteholder will receive from an Instrument depends not only on the price and
the nominal interest rate of the Instruments but also on whether or not the interest received during the term
of the Instruments, if any, can be reinvested at the same or a higher interest rate than the rate provided for in
the Instruments. The risk that the general market interest rate falls below the interest rate of the Instruments
during its term is generally called reinvestment risk. The extent of the reinvestment risk depends on the
individual features of the relevant Instruments.

5.8 Risks arising from financing the purchase of the Instruments

If a potential investor decides to finance the purchase of the Instruments with funds borrowed from a third
party, the investor should make sure in advance that he can still pay the interest and principal payments on
the loan also in the event of a loss. The investor should not rely on gains or profits from the investment in
the Instruments in order to repay interest and principal of the loans when due and payable. In that case, the
expected return must be set higher since the costs relating to the purchase of the Instruments and those
relating to the loan (interest, redemption, handling fee) have to be taken into account.
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5.9 Noteholders rely on the procedures of Euroclear, Clearstream, Luxembourg and OeKB CSD
GmbH as regards the transfer, payment and communication

Instruments issued under the Programme may be represented by one or more Global Notes. Such Global
Notes may be deposited with a common depositary or, if the Global Notes are New Global Notes, a
common safekeeper for Euroclear and Clearstream, Luxembourg and in the case of Covered Bonds
deposited with OeKB CSD GmbH. Euroclear, Clearstream, Luxembourg and OeKB CSD GmbH will
maintain records of the beneficial interests in the Global Notes, or as the case may be, Pfandbriefe or
Covered Bank Bonds. While the Instruments are represented by one or more Global Notes, investors will be
able to trade their beneficial interests only through Euroclear, Clearstream, Luxembourg or, in the case of
Covered Bonds, OeKB CSD GmbH.

While the Instruments are represented by one or more Global Notes, the Issuer will discharge the payment
obligations under the Instruments by making payments to the common depositary, or for Instruments that
are New Global Notes, the common safekeeper for Euroclear and Clearstream, Luxembourg, or in the case
of Covered Bonds, OeKB CSD GmbH for distribution to their account holders. A holder of a beneficial
interest in a Global Note must rely on the procedures of Euroclear and Clearstream Luxembourg or in the
case of Covered Bonds, OeKB CSD GmbH. The Issuer has no responsibility or liability for the records
relating to the beneficial interests in the Global Notes.

Holders of beneficial interests in the Global Notes will not have a direct right to vote in respect of the
relevant Note. Instead, such holders will be permitted to act only to the extent that they are enabled by
Euroclear and Clearstream Luxembourg to appoint appropriate proxies. Similarly, holders of beneficial
interests in the Global Notes will not have a direct right under the Global Notes to take enforcement action
against the Issuer in the event of a default under the relevant Instruments.

5.10 Instruments issued at a substantial discount or premium

The market values of Instruments issued at a substantial discount or premium from their principal amount
tend to fluctuate more in relation to general changes in interest rates than do prices for conventional interest-
bearing securities. Generally, the longer the remaining term of the Instruments, the greater the price
volatility as compared to conventional interest-bearing securities with comparable maturities.

Privatkundenbank

Privatkundenbank is responsible for the retail and private banking business of the Bank Austria Group, the
latter consisting of Premium Banking and Wealth Management. Retail is responsible for the local customer
business in Austria with retail clients and small business clients, i.e. business customers with a turnover
below € 3 million. It provides a broad range of banking services to its private customers (with the exception
of high net worth customers served by Premium Banking or Wealth Management) and small business
customers. It serves its clients through a country-wide branch network with a particular focus on the Vienna
region and through a multi-channel approach (Online Banking, Online Trading, Telephone Banking, video
conferences).

Premium Banking includes the private banking activities of the Issuer, covering customers with total
financial assets (i.e. deposits and assets under management resp. assets under custody) exceeding € 300,000.
Its core competencies include asset management, investment advisory services and retirement planning.
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Private Banking services high net worth individuals and private foundations and acts as the Issuer’s
competence centre for all asset management services.

Wealth Management is responsible for product management at both the Issuer and its Private Banking
subsidiary Schoellerbank which is a specialist in investment and pension planning. Its core competence is
asset management, in particular for very wealthy customers.

Unternehmerbank

Unternehmerbank is responsible for the business in Austria with local corporate customers, including real
estate and public sector clients (excluding the Republic of Austria, which is within the scope of
responsibility of the Corporate & Investment Banking division). It holds a very strong market position in its
target groups. Through dedicated subsidiaries it also offers leasing services.

Corporate & Investment Banking

The Corporate & Investment Banking Division (CIB) provides a wide range of integrated advisory and
financial services to Multinational Corporates, Financial Institutions, to Real Estate customers using capital
markets and investment banking services and to the Republic of Austria. CIB offers a comprising range of
Global Transaction Banking services, Financing & Advisory and Global Markets products. Customers can
thereby access not only UniCredit’s unique network in Western, Central und Eastern Europe but all of
UniCredit Group’s business hubs in major financial centers worldwide.

The Corporate & Investment Banking Division Coverage structure combines deep local and sector
knowledge of relationship managers with excellent CIB Product Lines know-how. Financing & Advisory
provides full coverage of structured and tailored classic financing solutions as well as debt and equity
capital market advisory services. Global Transaction Banking offers trade finance, cash management,
working capital solutions and securities services, while Markets offers risk management solutions and
performs treasury activities. Furthermore, FactorBank, the specialized subsidiary for factoring services,
forms part of CIB.

Corporate Center

The Corporate Center division includes the COO area, other back-office functions which do not form part of
the aforementioned business divisions (such as finance, risk management, identity & communications, etc.)
and consolidation effects. It covers all equity interests that are not assigned to other divisions. Also included
are inter-divisional eliminations and other items which cannot be assigned to other business divisions.

Principal Markets
Bank Austria

Bank Austria provides banking services in the Republic of Austria where it maintains an extensive network
of about 120 branches. It is a universal bank and offers services to all major customer segments, i.e., retail
customers (also including wealthy clients in need of private banking services), corporate customers
(including small and medium companies as well as large international corporates) and public entities.

Bank Austria Group

Bank Austria is the parent company of the Bank Austria Group, which directly and indirectly holds equity
participations in various companies, the most important of these being Schoellerbank AG, Vienna, and
UniCredit Leasing (Austria) GmbH, Vienna.

Competitive Position

Bank Austria has Austrian market shares in total loans of approximately 13% and total deposits of

approximately 13%, based on Bank Austria’s internal comparison of its own volumes with market volumes
provided by the OeNB.

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The following commentary on the development of Bank Austria’s operating activities and performance is
based on the income statement structure used for segment reporting. The comparative figures for 2019 are
recast to reflect the current structure and methodology.

Operating income totalled €1,774 million in 2020 (-9% compared to the previous year's figure of €1,941
million). The decline reflects the exceptional environment of 2020, which was marked by the Covid-19
pandemic and extremely low interest rates. These factors had a significant negative impact on net interest,
dividends and other income from equity investments and net fees and commissions in particular.

In an environment of limited opportunities for increasing earnings, Bank Austria continues to focus on
highly restrictive cost management. However, operating costs in 2020 included various additional costs
linked to the Covid-19 pandemic, and the previous year's figure was also influenced by a positive one-off
effect in relation to social capital. Due to these special factors, operating costs increased by €23 million or
2.0% to €1,172 million (previous year: €1,149 million).

Operating profit reached €602 million, a decline of 24% due to the aforementioned developments.

Net write-downs of loans and provisions for guarantees and commitments were heavily influenced by the
changed environment brought about by the Covid-19 pandemic. Due to a worsened macro-economic
scenario resulting from the pandemic, in accordance with IFRS 9, the calculation of the ECL (expected
credit loss) required changes in the probability of default and LGDs to be recognised, which led to a
significant increase in the cost of risk. Total net write-downs of loans and provisions for guarantees and
commitments of €398 million were reported in 2020, compared with €35 million in the previous year.

Operating profit (net operating profit after net write-downs of loans and provisions for guarantees and
commitments) was €203 million in 2020, down 73% on the previous year's figure of €757 million.

The Austrian customer segments made the following contributions to operating performance:
Privatkundenbank +€37 million (previous year: +€168 million), Unternehmerbank +€121 million (previous
year: +€268 million) and CIB +€89 million € (previous year: +€226 million).

Systemic charges increased significantly to -€146 million (-€125 million in 2019). Of the total amount, the
bank levy accounted for €65 million (including a pro rata special payment of €46 million), and contributions
to the deposit guarantee scheme and the resolution fund totalled €81 million. The pro rata special payment
of the bank levy, which was paid in four instalments in 2017-20 and was due for the last time in the
reporting year, is based on the new regulation of the Austrian bank levy introduced in 2016. The costs of the
deposit guarantee rose significantly in 2020, caused by increased contributions due to the insolvencies of
Commerzialbank Mattersburg and of Anglo Austrian AAB AG.

In the net income from investments, a negative contribution of -€92 million (previous year: -€8 million) was
reported. This is mainly due to impairment losses on individual equity investments (3-Banken Group).

In total, profit (loss) before tax of -€32 million was generated from the above items. The significant
decrease compared to the previous year (profit (loss) before tax for 2019: €519 million) is mainly due to the
sharp increase in net write-downs of loans and provisions for guarantees and commitments resulting from
the Covid-19 pandemic and the declining operating income brought about by the Covid-19 pandemic and
extremely low interest rates.

Income tax for the period amounted to -€2 million (2019: +€177 million), although the high positive figure
for the previous year was mainly due to a one-off effect in connection with the recognition of deferred
taxes.

The total profit or loss after tax from discontinued operations includes the contribution of +€49 million
(previous year: +€14 million) of the Real Estate Holding companies ("Immo Holding") including the result
from the sale of property companies and properties held by these companies. The majority of these non-
operating assets were sold in previous years, with the contribution in 2020 mainly stemming from a sales
transaction.

Overall, net profit for 2020 (Group net profit or loss attributable to the owners of the parent company) of
€20 million was generated, following €698 million in 2019.
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As at 31 December 2020, loans and receivables with customers amounted to € 60.9 billion, direct funding
(i.e. deposits from customers, debt securities in issue and financial liabilities at fair value) was
€ 73.8 billion.

Based on these results, the following financial ratios were calculated:
e Cost/Income Ratio for the financial year 2020 stood at 66.1% (2019: 59.2%)

e Total capital ratio as at 31 December 2020 (based on all risks under Basel 3 (transitional)) was
22.3% (2019: 21.3%)

e Common Equity Tier 1 capital ratio as at 31 December 2020 (based on all risks under Basel 3
(transitional)) was 20.1% (2019: 18.9%).

Financial reporting principles

The Issuer prepares Consolidated Financial Statements in accordance with International Financial Reporting
Standards (IFRS) as adopted by the EU. In addition, the disclosure rules which are specified in the
Accounting Manual of UniCredit S.p.A., the ultimate parent company of the Issuer, and are required to be
applied throughout the Group, were used as a basis for the preparation of the consolidated financial
statements and for the reports on a consolidated basis to be submitted to the European Central Bank (ECB)
and the European Banking Authority (EBA).

For statutory purposes, the Issuer has to prepare financial statements regarding the single entity (UniCredit
Bank Austria AG) in accordance with Austrian Generally Accepted Accounting Principles (Austrian
GAAP). Reports in accordance with Austrian GAAP are the basis for some reports to the Austrian
supervisory authorities. Reports in accordance with Austrian GAAP are also used as the basis for the
preparation of Austrian tax calculations.

Half-year Interim Reports are prepared in accordance with IFRS, in particular IAS 34.
Trend Information

As at the date hereof, there has been no significant change in the financial performance of Bank Austria
Group since 31 December 2020 and there has been no material adverse change in the prospects of the Issuer
since 31 December 2020.

However, the current market environment is still characterised by uncertainties also on the financial markets
due to the Covid-19 crisis and these uncertainties could further impact the profitability of Bank Austria
Group, in particular in terms of operating income and cost of risk. As already reflected in BA Group’s 2020
Financial Statements, this pandemic has visibly impacted the income situation and the net write-downs of
loans and provisions for guarantees and commitments (LLP, loan loss provisions) of the Issuer. As the
Covid-19 pandemic will continue having negative consequences for the economic development at least
during the first half of 2021, further impacts, e.g. on LLP, cannot be ruled out for Austrian banks like the
Issuer. Except for this possible impact of the Covid-19 crisis indicated above, the Issuer is not aware about
any other known trends, uncertainties, demands, commitments or events that are reasonably likely to have a
material effect on the Issuer’s prospects for at least the current financial year. Following the instability of
the global and European financial markets in recent years, regulatory requirements have changed, in
particular with regard to stricter capital and liquidity requirements, and are expected to continue to tighten
further.

The ongoing digitalisation in the financial sector, driven both by smaller innovative companies ("Fintechs")
and large groups in the IT sector, increases the competitive pressure on the banking sector.

Borrowing and Funding Structure

With the issuance of 2 benchmark covered bonds, the Issuer was successfully active on the capital market
during 2020. Furthermore, the funding base was significantly strengthened by the participation in the ECB’s
TLTRO III programme to the amount of €15.4 billion. In addition, the Issuer issued bail-in eligible
instruments in 2020 in order to comply with the MREL requirements; specifically, €1.5 billion senior non-
preferred issues were placed with UniCredit S.p.A.
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Description of the Expected Financing

The business model of the Issuer as a commercial bank leads to a good diversified refinancing basis. The
funding pillars are a strong customer base and an extensive product mix (call, fixed-term and savings
deposits), supplemented by the placement of own issues in the medium-term and long-term maturity
segment to fulfil the relevant funding needs under the various regulatory requirements, including buffers
(e.g. Liquidity Coverage Ratio, Net Stable Funding Ratio).

Legal and Arbitration Proceedings

Bank Austria and its subsidiaries are involved in various litigation proceedings and claims incidental to the
normal conduct of their business. Although it is impossible to predict the outcome of any ongoing litigation
proceedings, the Issuer believes that, except as discussed below, such litigation proceedings and claims will
not have a material adverse effect on its business or consolidated financial results. Bank Austria notes,
however, that the outcome of litigation proceedings can be extremely difficult to predict with certainty and
Bank Austria therefore offers no assurances in this regard.

Provisions are generally made for legal proceedings where impending losses are likely or certain, but the
amount and timing of the losses are uncertain. In such cases, provisions are made in an amount that is
deemed appropriate in light of the particular circumstances and in accordance with the applicable
accounting principles, with due regard to the principle of prudence and the principle of appropriate and
reliable estimate.

In line with the above policy, provisions have been made in the amount of the estimated risk for the
following pending legal proceedings and other proceedings, which are the most significant pending legal
proceedings of Bank Austria Group:

The Madoff fraud
Background

Bank Austria and some of its affiliates and indirect subsidiaries have been sued or investigated as a result of
the Ponzi scheme operated by Bernard L. Madoff ("Madoff") through his company Bernard L. Madoff
Investment Securities LLC ("BLMIS"), which was uncovered in December 2008.

Austrian civil proceedings

Investors in the Primeo and Herald Madoff Feeder Funds have filed numerous civil suits, 12 of which are
still open, with interest amounting to €5.15 million plus interest. The claims asserted in these proceedings
are either that Bank Austria committed certain breaches of duty in its capacity as prospectus controller or
that Bank Austria incorrectly advised certain investors (directly or indirectly) to invest in these funds, or a
combination of these claims. The Austrian Supreme Court issued twenty-seven legally binding rulings with
regard to the prospectus liability claims asserted in the proceedings. Regarding the proceedings concerning
the Primeo Feeder funds, fourteen final decisions of the Austrian Supreme Court were taken in favour of
Bank Austria. In two proceedings, the Supreme Court rejected Bank Austria’s extraordinary appeal and
therefore made the decision of the Court of Appeal, which had been issued in favour of the plaintiffs, final.
With regard to the Herald Feeder Fund, the Austrian Supreme Court has ruled on the prospectus liability
claims five times, twice in favour of Bank Austria and three times in favour of the plaintiffs. In a prospectus
liability case where investments were made in Primeo and Herald, the Supreme Court ruled in favour of
Bank Awustria; in two further prospectus liability cases where investments were made in Primeo and Herald,
the Supreme Court rejected the plaintiffs’ extraordinary appeals, thereby ruling the decisions of the Court of
Appeal to be legally binding in favour of Bank Austria.

The impact of these decisions on the remaining procedures cannot be predicted with certainty; future
decisions could be detrimental to Bank Austria.

Concerning the Austrian civil proceedings pending against Bank Austria in connection with Madoff's fraud,
Bank Austria has established provisions to the extent that it considers appropriate for the current risks.
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Austrian criminal proceedings

Bank Austria was accused in a criminal case in Austria of suspected violation of the Austrian Investment
Funds Act of 2011 regulations, as well as allegations of fraud and infidelity in connection with the Madoff
case. The prosecution case against Bank Austria and all accused persons was closed in November 2019.

Proceedings in the United States
Actions by the SIPA trustee

In December 2010, the insolvency administrator (the "SIPA Trustee™) brought an action for the liquidation
of BLMIS as well as other actions against dozens of defendants, including HSBC, UniCredit S.p.A., UCBA
and certain affiliates, to a United States Federal Court the "HSBC Proceedings”). In the HSBC
Proceedings, the SIPA Trustee filed civil claims and avoidance claims (also known as "clawback claims")
worth several billion US dollars. The civil claims were dismissed in 2011 and no further appeals are
pending against this decision. In 2015, the SIPA Trustee dropped the avoidance claims against UniCredit
S.p.A and the Alternative Investments Division of Pioneer ("PAI") in the HSBC Proceedings, waiving the
claims, as well as the avoidance claims against UCBA, without waiving the claims; this was done following
claim adjustments that did not concern UniCredit S.p.A., PAl or UCBA and were considered by the SIPA
trustee to satisfy the relevant claims. A judgement was issued by the Bankruptcy Court on 22 November
2016 which ordered the avoidance claims against BA Worldwide Fund Management Ltd ("BAWFM") to be
rejected. On 9 March 2017, the SIPA Trustee commented on the rejection of the avoidance claims against
BAWFM in writing. On 16 March 2017, the SIPA Trustee appealed against the dismissal of the claims. In
February 2019, the Court of Appeal annulled the decision of the Bankruptcy Court of 22 November 2016
and ruled that the SIPA trustee could recover the transfers of funds by BLMIS to BAWFM and other similar
parties before their insolvency. BAWFM and other defendants requested a new hearing before the Court of
Appeals by an "en banc" committee (then by all judges). The Court of Appeal rejected that request in April
2019. At the defendant's request, the Court of Appeal paused the proceedings so as to prevent the procedure
continuing during the appeal process at the Supreme Court. BAWFM and the other defendants submitted a
review on 30 August 2019. On 1 June 2020, the Supreme Court rejected this revision. The case was then
referred back to the Bankruptcy Court for further proceedings. There is no substantial potential claim for
damages. Certain current or former related persons named as defendants in the HSBC Proceedings may be
granted rights to indemnification by UniCredit S.p.A. and its affiliates.

Possible ramifications

In addition to the aforementioned proceedings and investigations against Bank Austria, its affiliates and
some of their employees and former employees in connection with the Madoff case, additional actions may
be brought in connection with this case in the future in the United States, Austria or other countries. Such
possible future actions could be brought against Bank Austria, its affiliates and their employees and former
employees. The pending proceedings and possible future actions may have a negative impact on Bank
Austria.

Bank Austria and its affiliates intend to use all available means to defend themselves against the claims and
allegations in connection with the Madoff case. Apart from the aforementioned issues, it is currently not
possible to reliably estimate the time horizon and the outcomes of the various actions or to determine the
level of responsibility — should responsibility be proven.

Alpine Holding GmbH

Alpine Holding GmbH issued one bond in 2010, one in 2011 and one in 2012. In 2010 and 2011, Bank
Austria acted as joint lead manager together with another bank. In June/July 2013, Alpine Holding GmbH
and Alpine Bau GmbH became insolvent and bankruptcy proceedings followed. Numerous bondholders
then wrote to the banks involved in the bond issues to assert claims. At least as far as Bank Austria is
concerned, the bondholders largely based their claims on the prospectus liability of the joint lead managers
and, in fewer cases, also on flawed investment advice provided by the banks that sold the bonds to their
customers. Investors have filed civil proceedings, including subpeonas for three class actions by the Federal
Chamber of Labour (with claims amounting to some €20.26 million), in which Bank Austria is named as a
defendant in addition to other banks. The significant cause of action is the prospectus liability. These civil
proceedings are predominantly still pending at first instance. To date, no legally binding decisions have
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been issued by the Supreme Court against Bank Austria concerning prospectus liability. In addition to the
aforementioned proceedings against Bank Austria, further actions against Bank Austria have been
threatened in connection with Alpine bankruptcy, which could be brought in the future. Pending or future
actions may negatively affect Bank Austria. Bank Austria intends to use all available means to defend itself
against these claims. At present, it is not possible to estimate the timing and outcome of the various
proceedings or to assess Bank Austria’s level of responsibility, if any.

Valauret S.A.

In 2001, plaintiffs Valauret S.A. and Hughes de Lasteyrie du Saillant acquired shares in the French
company Rhodia S.A. The plaintiffs allege that they suffered losses as a result of a decline in the Rhodia
share price between 2002 and 2003.

In 2004, the plaintiffs lodged an action for damages against the Board of Directors, the auditors and Aventis
S.A. (the supposed majority shareholder of Rhodia S.A.). They subsequently extended their claim to include
other parties — a total of 14 defendants — including the Issuer as the legal successor of Creditanstalt AG,
against which an action was filed towards the end of 2007. The plaintiffs claim that Creditanstalt AG was
involved in the above-mentioned alleged fraudulent acts.

According to the Issuer, the allegation of Creditanstalt AG’s involvement in fraudulent activity is wholly
without foundation. The civil proceedings were suspended following the initiation of criminal proceedings
in 2006, even before the action was extended to include the Issuer. In December 2008, the Commercial
Court of Paris also suspended the civil proceedings against the Issuer.

In accordance with the principles described above, no provisions have been formed for these legal disputes.

Significant change in the Issuer’s financial position

There has been no significant change in the financial position of the Issuer since 31 December 2020.

General Information about the Issuer
General

The Issuer is a joint stock corporation (Aktiengesellschaft) incorporated under the laws of the Republic of
Austria. The registered office of the Issuer is Rothschildplatz 1, 1020 Vienna, Republic of Austria. The
Issuer is registered with the commercial court of Vienna (Handelsgericht Wien) under the registration
number (Firmenbuchnummer) FN 150714p.

As an Austrian bank, Bank Austria is required to comply with the provisions of the Austrian Deposit
Guarantee Schemes and Investor Compensation Act. Bank Austria is member of a statutory deposit
guarantee scheme, the Austrian "Einlagensicherung AUSTRIA Ges.m.b.H." (ESA).

The legal entity identifier ("LEI") of the Issuer is: DIHEB8VEU6DIM8ZUXGL17.
History

Bank Austria is a stock corporation subject to the laws of the Republic of Austria. It was created through the
integration of the 3 largest Austrian banks (Zentralsparkasse und Kommerzialbank AG, Osterreichische
Landerbank AG und Creditanstalt AG) in the decade before 2000.

In 2000, Bank Austria became a subsidiary of Bayerische Hypo- und Vereinsbank AG, Munich ("HVB",
renamed UniCredit Bank AG in 2009), which in turn was acquired in 2005 by UniCredit, whereupon the
Issuer became a member of UniCredit Group. In January 2007, HVB sold its shares in the Issuer to
UniCredit S.p.A., Vienna branch.

On 21 May 2008, the resolution of Bank Austria’s shareholder meeting dated 3 May 2007 resolving on the
squeeze-out of Bank Austria’s free float shareholders was incorporated in the company’s register by the
commercial court of Vienna (Handelsgericht Wien), leading to an increase of UniCredit’s share in the Issuer
to finally 99.996% and to the delisting of the Issuer’s shares from the Vienna and the Warsaw Stock
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Exchanges. On 6 August 2008, UniCredit S.p.A., Vienna branch, released the payments for the outstanding
minority shares. Previous shareholders requested the commercial court of Vienna to assess the price paid,
which amounted to € 137.94 million including statutory interest as per the decision of Bank Austria’s
shareholder meeting dated 3 May 2007. This currently still pending court decision may lead to an additional
payment by UniCredit.

At the beginning of 2007, Bank Austria assumed the function of sub-holding company for the CEE region
(without Poland) and this perimeter of operations was subsequently further enlarged through strategic
acquisitions. It maintained this role as CEE-subholding until 1 October 2016.

On 11 November 2015, UniCredit S.p.A. announced a strategic plan which included, among other
measures, the transfer of the Issuer’s function as sub-holding of the CEE subsidiaries, with UniCredit S.p.A.
assuming direct control of such subsidiaries effective as of 1 October 2016.

In addition, as part of the implementation of the transfer of the CEE Business, UniCredit S.p.A. made a cash
contribution in the amount of € 1 billion to the Issuer on 4 August 2016. Furthermore, in connection with
the transfer of the CEE Business, UniCredit S.p.A. made certain commitments in favour of the Issuer
relating to the Issuer’s future business activities and capital structure; the majority of UniCredit S.p.A.’s
commitments will lapse at the end of June 2024.

On 13 December 2016, UniCredit S.p.A. presented "Transform 2019", the updated strategic plan for 2016 -
2019, which confirmed the previous strategic plan for Bank Austria. In addition, the plan also included
measures such as: strengthening of the capital position, actions on the business portfolio, active balance
sheet de-risking, efficiency measures to significantly reduce the cost/income ratio. The goal of Transform
2019 was to create a successful pan-European commercial bank. As part of this plan, Bank Austria achieved
substantial efficiency improvements. Measures included a significant reduction in staff, an optimization of
the branch network through the closure of many branches and the modernization of the remaining network
and furthermore the concentration of all head office activities in a new state-of-the-art location in Vienna.

After the successful implementation of "Transform 2019", UniCredit presented the new strategic Multi-
Year-Plan "Team 23" in December 2019. The plan covers the period 2020-23. Focal points of the new plan
are expansion and strengthening of the client franchise (further improvement of the client experience),
transformation and maximization of productivity, disciplined risk management and controls and a strong
focus on capital and balance sheet management. Relevant strategic measures will be implemented also in
Bank Austria which is an integral part of UniCredit Group.

Corporate Purpose

Pursuant to Article 3 of its Articles of Association, the corporate purpose of the Issuer is the conduct of
banking business of every kind pursuant to Section 1 para (1) of the Austrian Banking Act. Such business
shall exclude the business of a building society, investment business (management of investment funds
according to the Austrian Investment Funds Act), real estate investment fund business and severance and
retirement fund business. Further, the purpose of the Issuer also comprises the activities of a financial
institution pursuant to Section 1 para (2) of the Austrian Banking Act, all activities pursuant to section 1
para (3) of the Austrian Banking Act and (a) trade in coins, medals and bars made of precious metals, (b)
investing in companies of every kind, (c) acquisition of companies, or founding of new companies, (d)
exercise and performance of management and administrative functions for firms in which the Issuer holds
interests, and providing support in all aspects of their business activities, (e) the rendering of brokerage
services with respect to insurance contracts and (f) with due regard to the relevant statutory provisions, all
transactions conducive to directly or indirectly promote the Issuer's business objective.
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Share Capital

As at the date of this Base Prospectus, the Issuer’s share capital amounts to EUR 1,681,033,521.40 (one
billion six hundred eighty-one million thirty-three thousand five hundred twenty-one 40/100 euros). It is
divided into 10,115 (ten thousand one hundred fifteen) registered no-par value shares with voting rights and
restricted transferability and 231,218,705 (two hundred and thirty-one million two hundred and eighteen
thousand seven hundred and five) registered no-par value shares with voting rights, and each no-par value
share participates in the share capital to the same extent. The share capital has been fully paid up. The
shares were created pursuant to Austrian law.

Major Shareholders

As of 31 December 2020, UniCredit S.p.A., Vienna branch, has a direct shareholding interest of 99.996% in
Bank Austria, with the aggregate number of Bank Austria shares being 231,228,820, of which 10,115 are
registered shares. The registered shares are held by "Privatstiftung zur Verwaltung von Anteilsrechten”, a
private foundation under Austrian law (10,000 registered shares) and by the Council Fund of the
Employees’ Council of Bank Austria’s employees in the Vienna area (115 registered shares). UniCredit
S.p.A. is the parent company of UniCredit Group and therefore Bank Austria is fully controlled by
UniCredit S.p.A.

Administrative, Management and Supervisory Bodies

The Issuer has a two-tier board structure, consisting of a Management Board and a Supervisory Board. The
Management Board is responsible for the executive management and represents the Issuer vis-a-vis third
parties. The Supervisory Board is responsible for supervising the management and internal controls of the
Issuer. Members of the Management Board are appointed by the Supervisory Board. Members of the
Supervisory Board are elected by the shareholders’ meeting of the Issuer.

Instruments other than Covered Bonds may be accelerated by the Noteholder thereof in certain
circumstances described in the Terms and Conditions of the Instruments (other than Covered Bonds). In
such circumstances, where such Instruments are still represented by a Global Note and a Noteholder with an
interest in such Global Note credited to his securities account with Euroclear or Clearstream, Luxembourg
gives notice to the Agent that it wishes to accelerate such Instruments, then unless within a period of
15 days from the giving of such notice payment has been made in full in accordance with the terms of the
Global Note, the Global Note will become void. At the same time, Noteholders credited to their accounts
with Euroclear or Clearstream, Luxembourg (as applicable) will become entitled to proceed directly against
the Issuer on the basis of statements of account provided by Euroclear or Clearstream, Luxembourg (as
applicable). Instruments that are deposited for clearing with OeKB CSD GmbH will not become void in any
circumstances. Covered Bonds may be accelerated by the holder thereof subject to and in accordance with
the provisions of Austrian law, subject as provided in the applicable Final Terms.
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OVERVIEW OF COVERED BONDS

Pfandbriefe can be issued as mortgage Pfandbriefe (the "Mortgage Pfandbriefe" (Hypothekenpfandbriefe))
or as public Pfandbriefe (the "Public Pfandbriefe" (Offentliche Pfandbriefe)) and both are Austrian law
debt instruments, the quality and standards of which are stipulated by the HypBG and the Austrian
Introductory Regulation to the Austrian Mortgage Bank Act (Verordnung uber die Einflihrung des HypBG).

Covered Bank Bonds (fundierte Bankschuldverschreibungen) are Austrian law debt instruments, the quality
and standards of which are stipulated by the FBSchVG.

All kinds of Mortgage Pfandbriefe, Public Pfandbriefe or Covered Bank Bonds qualify as covered bonds, as
the investors' claims under each such kind of instrument are secured at all times by a separate pool of assets
(Deckungsstock) that need to comply with certain eligibility criteria. Such pools are constituted by the
registration of eligible assets with special registers (Deckungsregister) kept by the Issuer. Assets registered
with a cover register form a segregate estate (Sondermasse) in the Issuer's insolvency (Konkurs) and are
available for the preferential satisfaction of the holders of the relevant kind of covered bonds.

The Issuer is duly authorised pursuant to § 1(1)(9) BWG to issue Mortgage Pfandbriefe, Public Pfandbriefe
and Covered Bank Bonds as foreseen in the Terms and Conditions.

The assets of the cover pool for Mortgage Pfandbriefe consist of mortgage loans (or parts thereof) as to
mortgages over Austrian real estate; mortgages with regard to real estate located in Member States of the
EEA, the United Kingdom and Switzerland may also be used as cover assets, provided that the legal and
economic position of the holders of the Mortgage Pfandbriefe with regard to such non-Austrian mortgages
is comparable to their position with respect to Austrian mortgages in the Issuer's insolvency. To some
extent, mortgages which do not satisfy such conformity tests may also be included in the asset pool to a
limit of not more than 10% of all conforming mortgages. The HypBG foresees that Mortgage Pfandbriefe
may only be issued against the first 60% of the mortgage collateral value.

The asset pool for Public Pfandbriefe is constituted of public sector (guaranteed) debt only and essentially
consists of loan claims against, or debt securities issued or guaranteed by, Austrian governmental entities or
other Member States of the EEA, the United Kingdom or Switzerland or their regional governments and
governmental entities for which the competent authorities pursuant to Article 43(1)(b)(5) of
Directive 2000/12/EC have fixed a risk weighting of not more than 20%, or by claims benefiting from a
guarantee granted by one of these governmental entities.

Covered Bank Bonds are secured by a separate cover pool in relation to which the following are eligible
cover assets: claims and securities that are suitable for the investment of assets of minors, claims and
securities secured by a mortgage registered in a public register, claims against or guaranteed by, or debt
securities issued or guaranteed by, Austrian government entities or other Member States of the EEA, the
United Kingdom or Switzerland or their regional governments or governmental entities for which the
competent authorities pursuant to Article 43(1)(b)(5) of Directive 2000/12/EC have fixed a risk weighting
of not more than 20%, or by claims benefiting from a guarantee granted by one of these governmental
entities.

Certain assets held in trust by another credit institution on behalf of the Issuer may also be included in the
relevant cover pools, as well as derivative contracts if they are used to hedge interest rates, foreign exchange
or debtor risks (also with regard to the Issuer's potential insolvency) connected with the Mortgage
Pfandbriefe, Public Pfandbriefe or Covered Bank Bonds.

The total amount of issued Mortgage Pfandbriefe is at any time required to be covered by mortgages of at
least the same amount and same interest revenue, supplemented by a safety margin requirement of an
additional 2% of the aggregate principal amount of the outstanding Mortgage Pfandbriefe. Additionally, the
articles of association of the Issuer currently provide that the present value (Barwert) of the outstanding
Mortgage Pfandbriefe shall be covered at any time by eligible assets. The same requirements regarding the
safety margin and the coverage of the present value apply mutatis mutandis for Covered Bank Bonds and
for Public Pfandbriefe.

In the event that due to the repayment of mortgages or for any other reason the existing mortgages do not
fully cover the issued Mortgage Pfandbriefe, the Issuer may replace the shortfall in cover assets by:

(i) bonds or other notes that would be eligible as cover assets for Public Pfandbriefe provided such bonds or
notes are traded on a regulated market in Austria or an OECD member country; (ii) credit balances held
with certain central banks or credit institutions, in particular those permitted to conduct business in Member
States or member countries of the OECD, or (iii) cash. In the case of covered bonds, only credit balances
held with certain central banks or credit institutions or cash are eligible as substitute cover assets. Substitute
cover assets may never exceed 15% of the total amount of outstanding Mortgage Pfandbriefe, Public
Pfandbriefe or Covered Bank Bonds. Covered bonds issued by public bodies (item (i) above) may only be
used as substitute assets for Mortgage Pfandbriefe up to an amount of 5% of the nominal value deducted
from their stock exchange or market price, but never exceeding their nominal value. The same applies to
Public Pfandbriefe.

The applicable statutes provide that, as a general rule, Mortgage Pfandbriefe may only be issued if their
maturity terms do not materially exceed the maturity of the mortgages. As a further requirement, the
fraction of the nominal value of any newly issued Mortgage Pfandbriefe with a maturity of more than 15
years must not, at the end of each financial quarter and within a calculation time period of three years,
exceed 60% of the nominal value of all newly issued Mortgage Pfandbriefe. For the purposes of such
calculation, the nominal value of assets with a maturity of more than 15 years which have been newly
acquired during the three year calculation period, may be deducted from the nominal value of the Mortgage
Pfandbriefe with a maturity of more than 15 years. Furthermore, special rules exist for Mortgage
Pfandbriefe with regard to which the Issuer has either waived its right of early repayment for a time period
of up to a third of the term of the Mortgage Pfandbriefe, or the repayment of which must be commenced not
later than after the lapse of a third of the term of the Mortgage Pfandbriefe. The same applies to Public
Pfandbriefe.

In case of Mortgage Pfandbriefe and Public Pfandbriefe a trustee (Treuhdnder) or, in case of Covered Bank
Bonds government commissioner (Regierungskommisséar), has been appointed for a term of five years for
each cover pool by the Austrian Federal Minister of Finance, which holds in trust the title deeds relating to
the asset pool and the cash contained therein. The trustee's / government commissioner's primary task is to
ensure that the required cover assets for the Mortgage Pfandbriefe, Public Pfandbriefe or Covered Bank
Bonds, and the claims of derivative counter-parties of the Issuer, are at all times sufficient. No asset may be
deleted from the relevant register without the written consent of the trustee/government commissioner.

Segregate cover pools are maintained for the claims of the holders of the Mortgage Pfandbriefe, Public
Pfandbriefe and Covered Bank Bonds, respectively (and, as the case may be, for the respective creditors
under eligible derivative contracts (if any)). In the event of the Issuer's insolvency, applicable Austrian law
expressly enables a continuation rather than a liquidation of the cover pools: in the Issuer's insolvency, the
Mortgage Pfandbriefe, Public Pfandbriefe and the Covered Bank Bonds will not be automatically
terminated. Rather, the cash flows with regard to cover assets as well as with regard to Mortgage
Pfandbriefe, Public Pfandbriefe and Covered Bank Bonds will in general remain unaffected. Each cover
pool would be administered by a special court appointed receiver (which may also be another credit
institution) without infringement of the rights of the holders of the Mortgage Pfandbriefe, Public
Pfandbriefe and Covered Bank Bonds. In the event that funds are required to discharge obligations that
become due, the special receiver may collect claims that have become due, sell cover assets or raise bridge
financing. After its appointment, the special receiver is obliged to sell the asset pool together with the
obligations from the Mortgage Pfandbriefe, Public Pfandbriefe and, respectively, to an appropriate credit
institution. For as long as neither transfer to another appropriate credit institution occurs, claims under the
Mortgage Pfandbriefe or the Public Sector Pfandbriefe or the Covered Bank Bonds respectively, are paid as
they mature. If it turns out that there is insufficient cover to pay the claims under the Mortgage Pfandbriefe
or the Public Sector Pfandbriefe or the Covered Bank Bonds respectively, such claims are accelerated and
paid pro rata from the relevant cover pool. Any remaining unsatisfied claims can be raised as unsecured
claims in the Issuer’s general insolvency proceedings. Only where in the Issuer's insolvency a sale and
transfer of a cover pool is not possible and the respective cover assets prove insufficient to satisfy the claims
under the covered bonds in relation to which the relevant cover pool has been established must the cover
pool be liquidated in accordance with the relevant statutes. In such case, the Mortgage Pfandbriefe, Public
Pfandbriefe and Covered Bank Bonds, respectively, will fall immediately due and the liquidation proceeds
of the respective cover pool will be used (preferentially) to satisfy the claims of the holders of the respective
covered bonds (and counterparties under derivative contracts, if any).
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Mortgage Pfandbriefe, Public Pfandbriefe and Covered Bank Bonds are full recourse obligations of the
Issuer. Since the Mortgage Pfandbriefe, Public Pfandbriefe and Covered Bank Bonds constitute general
liabilities of the Issuer, holders also have recourse to the assets of the Issuer outside the asset pools.
However, as regards those assets, holders of the Mortgage Pfandbriefe, Public Pfandbriefe and Covered
Bank Bonds will rank equally with other unsecured and senior creditors of the Issuer, their claims being
limited to the (foreseeable) shortfall, if any, they may suffer in the liquidation of the respective cover pool.

If the trustee respectively the government commssioner have concerns that the rights of the holders of the
Mortgage Pfandbriefe, Public Pfandbriefe and Covered Bank Bonds might be endangered, it shall apply to
the competent court to obtain the appointment of a joint curator (gemeinamer Kurator) of the holders. Such
joint curator may also be appointed in the event of of the Issuer's insolvency, and on the application of any
third party whose rights would be deferred due to the lack of a common representative. In such an event, the
common rights of the holders arising out of the Mortgage Pfandbriefe, Public Pfandbriefe and Covered
Bank Bonds may only be exercised by the curator. The holders may join the proceedings conducted by the
common curator at their own cost.
